Turners’ Normal College

The Normal College of the American Turnerbund is affiliated with In-
diana University ; its students can acquire the degree of the State University as
well as that of the Normal College. The College remains an independent institu-
tion, however, and continues its courses as given heretofore.

The Board of Trustees of the College consists of the following: President,
George Vonnegut; Treasurer, Richard A. Kurtz; Oscar H. Koster, Leo M.
Rappaport; Dr. Rudolph Hofmeister, St. Louis; Paul Krimmel, Syracuse;
Grover William Mueller, Philadelphia; Max Strass, Chicago; W. K. Streit,
Cincinnati; Joseph Weissmueller, Louisville; Dr. Carl B. Sputh, President of
the College and Dean of the Department of Science and Hygiene; Emil Rinsch,
Acting Dean of the Department of Education, Social Science and Languages,

and Secretary of the Board; Rudolph Schreiber, Acting Dean of the Depart-
ment of Theory and Practice of Physical Education.

The faculty, consisting of sixteen instructors, includes members of the
teaching staff of Indiana University.

The following courses are offered:

A four-year course leading to the degree of Bachelor of Physical Educa-

tion (B.P.E.) and to certification as Teacher of Physical Training for Ele-
mentary and High Schools.

An elementary two-year course, open to male non-matriculants who have
attained a high degree of proficiency in gymnastics (gymnasts of the second or
third grade) and meet such additional requirements as may be prescribed, in-
cluding a satisfactory knowledge of German. Students who complete this course
receive a certificate attesting that they are qualified to teach physical education
in schools maintained by societies of the American Turnerbund.

Complete information about these courses is given in the catalogue of the
Normal College, sent on request.

Beginning with the year 1919-20 the Board of Trustees of the Normal
College has offered seven scholarships to members of the American Turnerbund
(one for each of the circuits), consisting of free tuition for the two-year course.
Full information about these scholarships will be sent on request.

The 27th convention of the Turnerbund decided to offer similar scholar-
ships to 21 members (one for each of the districts), without the high school
education required for those mentioned above, consisting of one year’s free tui-
tion for the elementary course.

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Our Normal College Campaign

When George Seibel and Richard Turnt paid their visit of investigation
and consultation to Indianapolis, the home of the Turners’ Normal _College.
every aspect of the situation was gone into and every complaint heard in recent
years was aired. One of the main criticisms has been that the College‘dld. not
pay sufficient attention to Turner Problems. There may have been some justifica-
tion for this, and a new course has been outlined.

That meeting resulted in a decision, later ratified by the National Execu-
tive Committee, to undertake this campaign for raising a Maintenance Fund of
$500,000. X

At the homecoming week (Thanksgiving) President Seibel again visited
Indianapolis. He called upon former President Theodore Stempfel, who was
dying and has since died. As they parted, Stempfel said to him:

“For myself I only hope that I may live over Christmas, so that the
family may not have its holidays darkened by a funeral. But I shall die per-
fectly happy if I know the College is to live on.”

During the 75 years of its existence the Normal College has graduated over
1,000 teachers. Of these men and women 28 are supervisors of physical edu-
cation in their cities.

Leo M. Rappaport said: “Can we Turners afford to let it be said that the
Y. M. C. A. can have a building in almost every community, but that we
cannot raise a mere half million to assure our school’s future? Pride alone
should prompt everyone to do his share.”

Wm. M. Streit said: “The Alumni will surely respond to the fullest
measure of their ability. We owe our Alma Mater a debt we can repay only
by our devotion to the great cause of Turnerism.”

The Jahn Educational Fund, in consideration of the new courses to be
established at the Normal College, at once subscribed the sum of five thousand
dollars toward the Maintenance Fund, to be paid at the rate of $1,000 per
annum for five years.

Theodore Ahrens sent a telegram saying: *“ I am in sympathy with the
plan to secure an endowment fund, but only if we are satisfied that sufficient
interest in this fund can be created to assure us of an endowment fund of not
less than two hundred thousand dollars. With that proviso I am willing to sub-
