Adapted Physical Education Clinics

Whi le Dr. tanton 
won't fully 
attribute h r i -
ter's di ab ility to 
her passion f: r 
adapted physical 
education, it is 
clear th at it had a 
long-term impact 
on her profess ion­
al choices. 

Dr. Stanton, a 
recognized leader 
in the area of 
adapted physical education, teaches 
several courses in the area . "A 
professor can't simply ta lk about 
adapted physical education and 
expect the students to understand. 
You must establish an experience 
with a client for the field to make 
sense," says Dr. Stanton . This con­
cern, coupled with a significant 
lack of quality programming for 
people with disabilities, led her to 
establish the Motor Activity and 
Ability Fitness Clinics. They are two distinct, 
but related, programs that are part of each 
student's coursework. Fourteen hours of 
service are required of each student. 

The clinics have an immediate and direct 
impact on the entral Indian a commun ity. 
The Abili ty Fitness Clinic serves adult with 
disabilities. Students are paired with a cli nt, 
and the focus is on improving 
functional strength and fl exibility, th reby 
increasing the quali ty of one's daily li f: . 
With an adult cl ient, students work with 
people who have lives that may be diff: rent 
from their own and gain an understanding 
of daily hall enges these people may h~ve.

Henry Lohse, B ' 9, hu band of former 
dean of th chool of Physi al Educa tion, 
Lola L. Lohs , pa s d away in Po11 harlott , 
Florida, on ovember 28 at the age of 84. 

Loh wa a nativ of w York ity who 
came to Indianapolis in 19 5 to nroll in the 

ormal ollege of the Ameri ca n ymnasti 
Union. He wa alway 
an a complished 
artist, y t turn d 
down a holar hip to 
art choo l to nt r th 
t aching pro~ ssion. 
Art alway was his 
avo ation. 

Lohs r c ived hi 
B degr from 
Indiana Univ rsity in 
1939 and began t ach­
ing in the Indianapolis 

Publi hool . ~I eiv din the Unit d tat 
Army during World War II b fore r turning to 
teaching fo llowing Lhe war. I fi s t a hing ca r r 
later took him to Warren Townsh ip chool 
where h taught, becam e a p1incipal at an 
I mentaty chool and finally eived th 

school orporation as an as i tant superinten­
dent. He retired in 1977 wh n he and Lola 
moved to Port harlotte. 

Loh e becam very a tiv in Lh art com­
munity once he moved to Florida. He joined 
the Charlotte ounty Art uild in 1978 and 
b gan teaching cla ses. He later ived the 
gui ld as it pres ident from 1981 -82 . As m m­
ber hip grew from a handful of individuals to 
over 700, the id a of a visual arts center for 
the county emerged. 

Henry and Lo la Lohse were instrumental in 
the deve lopment of the Visual Arts enter of 
Punta orda, from so liciting funds, to writ­
ing grant proposals, to a personal commit­
ment to the project. The building opened in 
1989 and is a cent r for cla se and exhibits 
for adult and ch ildren.
