his studies in the Indiana University School of Medicine.

In addition, letters had been received from school superintendent E. U. Graff who thanked for a
picture he was given; Mayor Jewett, who regrets he was not able to attend the commencement
ceremony and school superintendent Blossom from Broad Ripple expressing his gratitude for

the Seminary sending two students to teach gymnastics.
