On July 5 through August 5, CI Indy provided a
five-week Chinese Language and Culture Summer
Camp at [UPUL. This event attracted more than 100

students between the ages of 5 and 13, which is a 259

increase compared to last year.
During the summer camp, students attended classes
in Chinese verbal communication, reading and
writing, marital art, music and dance, and games and
crafts. This is the fourth time that CI Indy has
hosted this program, providing students with an
opportunity for deep exposure to Chinese language
and culture. During the closing ceremony, students
gave an outstanding performance showcasing the
knowledge learned during their time at the camp.
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With help from the Indiana Chinese Language
Teacher Association, CI Indy organized a Chinese
language teachers’ workshop at the Sheraton Hotel
in downtown Indianapolis from September 15th to
17™. More than 62 Chinese teachers from Indiana
and neighboring states such as Ohio, Illinois, and

Kentucky, participated in the event.

This workshop included five sections: American
education, classroom management, lesson planning,
classroom activities, and experience sharing.
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The workshop helped familiarize the Chinese
teachers with practical skills they can incorporate
into their classroom teaching. The workshop also
provided an opportunity for them to learn from each
other.
