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REPORT OF THE SECRET ARY 
STATISTICAL RESUME 

Again we must report a large decrease in membership in 
the American Turnerbund for the past year. Our hopes, based on 
the passing of Prohibition, have not materialized. We can only 
hope that with the gradual improvement of industrial and com· 
mercial conditions matters may turn for the better in the near 
future. 

The Turnerbund now consists of 20 Districts with 143 Soci· 
eties, the same number of Districts and one Society less than last 
year.
