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This document will serve as an articulation agreement between the School of
Public and Environmental Affairs at Indiana University Purdue University
Indianapolis (TUPUI) and Ivy Tech State College-Central Indiana

Effective the Spring Semester 1995, graduates of Ivy Tech State College-
