Dean Rath reported that Dr. Sargent was unable to accept the invitation to talk at the

commencement ceremony. Decided to ask Dr. Horace Ellis to make the speech.

graduates who have been working as gymnastic teachers successfully for the past 25 years:

Dean Rath reported that school superintendent Himlick from Fort Wayne, member of the
national educational authority, visited the seminary; in addition that Geo. H. Altmann resigned
as an assistant and joined the military service, actually the Re-educational Service in the

Lakewood, N. J., hospital.
