THINK SUMMER 

IUPUI will begin a new eight-week summer session schedule this summer on a trial 
basis. Energy conservation and budgetary considerations are among the reasons 
for the experimental change in schedule.

This summer classes will begin 
June 9 and will end August 4. 

A greater variety of courses will be offered in the new eight-week summer session.
