I was a member of the original team of scientists that reviewed your Department of Geology in September 2002. At
that time we determined that the Department, along with colleagues in other units, had the potential to develop a
nationally recognized PhD program in AES. After reading this document, | am even more convinced that this is the
case. | say this for three primary reasons. The Department has continued to hire young, research savvy faculty in
AES and because of this, the critical mass than is needed (both intellectually and extramural support-wise) is there to
build and sustain this program. Secondly, there continues to be a real need for this type of PhD training in the earth
sciences with emphasis on earth-human interactions. The development of interdisciplinary programming at NSF
