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Chinese Language Teaching and Culture Activities presidents and representatives from Confucius Institutes in 108
countries and regions attended the conference. It included a
variety of activities including forums for university presidents
and deans as well as exhibitions on Chinese textbooks and
teaching materials. Attendees included the Cl-Indy Director
Zaocheng Xu, Associate Director Zhe Zhang, and Dr. Austin
Agho, the Dean of the IU School of Health & Rehabilitation
Sciences. Prior to the conference, Dr. Agho met with the Sun
Yat Sen (SYSU) University Vice Dean of the Medical School
Zhongdao Wu and the Dean of the School of Public Health,
Wenhua Ling to discuss areas of potential collaboration
between the schools.

On October 3, Cl-Indy began offering free weekly Chinese
classes to ten IUPUI staff and faculty on a first-come first-
served basis. This very popular program will continue in
Spring 2012. In November, Cl-Indy also offered free Chinese
introductory classes to IUPUI students.

International Festival. The theme of the festival was

‘Children” and the Cl-Indy exhibit included traditional
Chinese children games, a riddle competitions and a Chinese
