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I.U. has asked the 1979 Indiana General Assembly
for a 9.2 percent increase in personnel compen-
sation (money to be used for salaries and hirfhg
additional personnel). The Higher Education
Commission is recommending a 7 percent hike,
while the State Budget Committee recommends 5.29
percent.
