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Mayor Richard Lugar o
spoke at yesterday morning's general
meeting, llayor Lugar discussed the
problems of American cities in general
and Indianapolis in particular.

He noted the recent uvniting of
Indianapolis with the surrounding
suburban areas of Marion County.
Saying that many people who live in
the subhurbs have moved there for the
express purpose of getting away Lfrom
inner-city areas, he noted the deep-
rooted opnosition to any nlan of union
such as this.

Mayor ILuger said that meny inner-
city areas across the country have
deteriorated severely, Because of this,
he said, large numbers of residents,
in particular those aged 2L-ll with
school-aged children, have fled to
the suburbs.

This almost complete evacuabion by
the middle class has left cities with
larce rumbers of noor and unemploved
rasidents demending more ond nore
services, with no funds to pay for
the increase,

Comparing cities to Swiss cheese,
Lugar noted that areas of great con-
centration are developing, with large
vacuums of deterioration between them,

Luzar concluded with the statement
that there is no easy or quick solu-
tion to the problems of the cities.
"The prognosis for the future is not
cgood," he saild. Cities mav either
be abandoned, with the whole country
turning to the suburban-rural way of
life, or they must be cleaned up and
revitelized, in which case everyvone,
including those in the suburbs, must
help.
