He stated that the Alumni 's growth and development is encourag­
ing and that many positive th ings are happening throughout the entire 
country to support vocational agriculture on the locai, state and nati onal 
levels. A detailed report was submitted Indicating the number of life 
memberships now exceeds 1 ,'•OO, and the total membersh ip is in exc<:::ss of 
12,000. The Alumni Association is involved in obtaining Executive Sponsors 
to the FFA Foundation, has a representative on the AVA Agricultu re Advisory 
Doard, published three newsletters, sponsored FFA leadership training 
scholarships, emphasizes communications with legislators, schoo i admi n i st ta·· 
tors and the public. Mr. Kurtz also mentioned many other accomplishments 
too nurr.e rous to include l n these Ml nutes . · 

The Chairman thanked nr. Kurtz for his presenta ti on~ very progressive 
report and good work. He also complimented Mr. Woody Cox for his note­
worthy leadership as Program Specialist for the Alumni Associat ion. 

MOTIOU -- Rob Hovis stated that "in traveling this year I have seen some 
outstanding work on behalf of the Alumni at the local" state and national 
levels, therefore, I move that the joint Uoards commend the members of the 
National FFA Alumni Council for their outstanding work in the past and 
specifically for: (1) their involvement in EMPHASIS '78 programs, (2) In 
providing the leadership workshops at the national convention, and (3) in 
sending students to the Washington leadership Cor1ferences by their scholar~ 
ship program in that area.

16. COMMITTEE REPORT RE : USOE/FFA -- Mr. Amick gave a brief report on the com~· 
mittee meeting on procedures for getting USOE to fulfill its responsibilities 
as required by the Coard of Di rectors in compliance with the provisions of 
PL 81-740. He reported that the committee heard excellent dlscus.slons on 
the movement that Is set to bring about the response to the lette·r sent in 
January by the Board of Of rectors and National Officers to the U. S. 
Office of Education. Mr . Amick then read a letter that tk. Hunsicker ha.d 
received from Or. Charles H. Buzzell, Acting Deputy Commissioner for 
Occupational and Adult Education on this matter. (See Appendix A) .

REPORT Ol\l NATIONAL POST-SECOMDARY STUDHJT ORGAiHZATIOM -- Dr. Howard Sidney, 
Dean of the Agricultural & Technical College, CobbleSkill, New York, 
appeared before the group and gave a report on the accomplishments of the 
FFA Foundation Special Project on a National Post-Secondary Student 
Organization, which had been approved by the FFA Board of Di rectors and 
Foundation Board of Trustees. After considerable discussion Dr. Sidney 
recommended that the Boards continue their support and the necessary 
action to assist in getting the National Post-Secondary Student Organization 
started and that they endorse support beyond 1979 to insure a strong 
organization which will become an integral part of agricultural education.

Some smaller states at the time were receiving $100 state awards at a ratio 
of one award to each 19 members. while for others it was one award for 
each 3,409 members. In an attempt to correct this, a policy was adopted 
\.-Jhereby states with larger FFA memberships were eligible for a greater num­
ber of state awards. The present problem is that now 19 of the 22 award 
areas are presently being sponsored by Special Project sponsors. Due to 
the fact that the National Special Project Sponsor's name appears on the 
application, check folder and state certificate, it is all but impossible 
for smaller states to seek state sponsors to help fund award areas above 
the number that can be funded from the tJational FFA Foundation. It was 
requested that until additional funds can be raised to allow for at least 
minimum full funding for smaller states with proportionate more funds for 
larger states, a separate non-sponsor identified certificate be developed 
and made available for use in the unfundable areas. This will make it 
more palatable for the smaller states to seek sponsorship for unfundable 
areas in their state. It was, therefore, moved by Howard f1orrison (Mr. 
Brewer), seconded by Rob ilovis (Mr. Scroggins) and carried that a non­
sponsored identified certificate be developed for unfundable State Pro­
ficiency award areas. (It was suggested non-sponsored identified check 
folders also be developed.)

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MArlDATORY RETIREMEMT -- Mr. Hawkins reported that the FFA retirement plan, 
when Initially adopted in 1965, specified madatory retirement at age 65. 
The compulsory retirement act recently adopted by Congress and approved 
by the President, requiers that Internal Revenue approved pension plans 
cannot require participants to retire prior to age 70. It was, therefore,

Education, Virginia, and Edward J. Hawkins, Administrative Director. 

Mr. H. N. Hunsicker, National FFA Advisor was not p.resent. Mr. Paul Day, 
State Supervisor, Agricultural Education, Minnesota, and Mr. Bernie Staller, 
Assistant Executive Director, National FFA Foundation Sponsoring Committee 
also attended as observers. Mr. Wilson Carnes, Editor, National Future 
Farmer, and Mr. C. Coleman Harris, National Executive Secretary also attended 
to present requests for budget adjustments. 

AGENDA ADJUSTMENTS 

There being no requests for additional items on the agenda, the meeting 
proceeded on schedule. 

REVIEW OF ANNUAL AUDIT AND FINANCIAL REPORT 

Mr. Julian Campbell, National FFA Treasurer, reviewed the audited 
financial statement, and the following items were noted: 

1. Increased income and sales of the Supply Service, above 
the 1977-78 budget, may be related to the 50th Anniversary 
celebration. 

2. Membership dues income showed a slight decrease over projections . 

3. The Magazine showed an increase in overall income, however, this 
was offset by major increases in printing and postage costs. 

4. Salary budget expenditures were lower than projected due to re­
signations (positions not filled or filled at a lower grade level). 

over 



5. Hospitalization increased due to higher medical costs: insurance 
increased due to coverage of new warehouse; bad debts increased 
due to non-payment by bankrupt advertising agency; depreciation 
expense increased due to coverage of new building and property; 
magazine production and distribution costs increased dramatically. 

6. The small increase in capital reserves was due to Board approved 
capital expenditures requiring funding. 

BUDGET ADJUSTMENT FOR PROGRAM DIVISION 

Mr. Harris pointed out the problem of travel for national officers and 
telephone exceeding the budget. The overspending for telephones was caused 
by the discontinuance of a Government line paid by USOE. National Officers' 
budget for travel was caused by demands for services and inflation. Mr. 
Harris recommended an increase of $5,000.00 from $40,480.00 to $45,480.00 
for National Officers' travel for the 1978-79 budget. 

It was moved by Mr. Warren, seconded by Ken Johnson and carried that 
the Program Division budget adjustment be favorably recommended to the Board 
for final approval. 

It was suggested that the International and Summer Conference Programs 
be designed to generate sufficient income to offset overhead costs in the 
regular FFA budget. 

Mr. Harris further reported that one secretary, who recently resigned, 
would not be replaced, and it was hoped that funds saved would help justify 
the employment of an additional staff person in the information and public 
relations area. He also recommended a grade salary adjustment for a staff 
professional. It was suggested that these questions be submitted directly 
to the Board in executive session at some future date. No action was taken. 

BUDGET ADJUSTMENT FOR PUBLICATION DIVISION 

Mr. Carnes reported that production costs for printing the magazine, 
especially in paper and postage has created a deficit in the Publication 
Division budget. He also explained that a 34% increase in postage costs 
has been announced by the Post Office which had not been included in the 
1978-79 budget. Mr. Carnes recommended that the magazine mailing budget 
be increased from $84,000.00 to $124,000.00 for the 1978-79 budget. It 
was moved by Mr. Warren, seconded by Ken Johnson that the Finance Committee 
recommend the budget adjustment to the Board • . The motion carried. 



• 

Mr. Carnes further reported that certain economies were made in the 
Circulation Department due to turn-over of personnel who were not replaced, 
however, this may not occur in the 1978-79 budget due to the need for expe­
rienced staff. He anticipated some future budget problems due to possible 
additional increases in paper and postage costs. 

Mr. Carnes and Mr. Harris were complimented for the detailed ex­
planation of their budget requests. 

DISCUSSION OF SUPPLY SERVICE BUDGET 

It was observed that there was small overspending of the Supply Service 
budget primarily due to postage, shipping, and salaries generated by a 14% 
increase in sales. The Supply Service showed a net income of approximately 
8%. Much of the increase in sales may be attributed to the SOth Anniversary 
celebration. 

RECOMMENDATION FOR BUDGET POLICY 

It was moved by Mr. Warren, seconded by Ken Johnson, and carried that 
the Finance Committee recommend to the Board the establishment of a policy 
that a source of funds be identified to cover new requests for expenditures 
in already approved budgets, and that the Administrative Director be assigned 
to write such a procedure. 

There being no further business to come before the Finance Committee, 
the meeting adjourned at 10:20 P. M.

On behalf of the members of agriculture (MVATA) and teacher educators (AATEA), 
the consultants express their appreciation for the opportunity to be involved 
in the activities of the Board of Directors. Our role is an emerging one and 
we look forward to gaining a better understanding of the operations of the 
Board as well as being able to make contributions to the problem solving process 

On behalf of the consu l tants the following comments are made: 

1. We commend the student officers and the other Board members for their 
dedication to the high principle and goals of the organization. Ve would 
especially stress t hat your role is a questioning one--get the facts, study 
the alternatives and hopefully come up with a decision which best serves 
the 500,000 plus members. Don't be intimidated--ask the nitty-gritty 
questions. (As if you needed this advice!!) 

2 . Utilize your consultants. Call on us for advice, counsel and help in carry­
ing out your job. Specific roles we visualize include serving on study 
committees, consultant to projects, and staffing the National FFA Convention 
He don't mind providing time, if we feel we are doing something productive. 

3 . He recommend the Board of Di rectors declare a moratorium on any new pro­
grams, and review existing programs and activities before embarking on new 
ones. He don't mean a cursory examination but rather a full fact finding 
investigation. Teachers on the firing line and teacher educators 
(research) can make unique contributions in this area. 

4. We recommend the Board to hold division managers to the budgeted totals 
within given divisions, unless authorized by the Board to change. Changes 
within catagories should be within the discretion of the division managers. 

5, We recommend additional briefing sessions concerning the total financial 
and budget operations with the National Officers prior to the Board 
meeting. 

6 . He recommend additional time for committee v~ork before coming to the full 
Board meeting on Star Farmer/Agribusiness and American Farmer applications, 
etc. 

] . We recommend that all future projects which relate to vo-ag teachers or 
teacher educators be referred to the respective professional associations 
for their approval prior to final adoption by the National Board of 
Directors.

It was my privilege to represent the Adult FFA Baord of Directors at the NVATA 
Summer Ooard meeting in Lincoln, July 3 to the 6th.· They had a very productive 
meeting which included remarks by AVA President, Gene Bottoms; AVA Vice Presi­
dent, Bob Harmbrod; G. G. Scroggins was representing the 1-lASAE and Bill Drake, 
AATEA. 

Some of the concerns expressed by the regional vice presidents who receive them 
at the regional meetings include: 

l. The price of the jacket and the time lag in obtaining jackets in a non­
busy season. 

It was reported by one region that they want the same quality, style and 
weight of jacket as at present. They also wanted the jacket prices as 
close to cost as possible. I informed the group that the prices were 
within a 25¢ to 50¢ actual cost to the supply service. 

2. Concern was expressed about the award pins falling apart. 
3. Considerable concern was expressed on the price of trophies, which seem 

high in relation to what can be purchased locally. 
4. One region was unhappy with the pictures on the calendar not portraying enough 

production agriculture. 
5. Concern was expressed over a delay in the delivery of magazines. However , 

upon questioning, it appears that the delay was due to the local post office 
and not from the 1Jational FFA Center. 

G. A request that the land judging contest conducted in Oklahoma, be recognized 
as an official national FFA contest . 

Each of the national officers expressed concern that in too many cases, activi­
ties in the FFA were dictating curriculum. It was felt that content of 
curriculum should not be implied and it should not be produced by the national 
organization. 

Another concern expressed by virtually all of the Board members was that the 
volume of activities corning from the National FFA Center, while commendable, 
are producing an unmanageable work load for teachers in a single teacher depart­
ment. 

I think that one example of certain activities being dictated in the curriculum 
are found in the National Chapter Award. It requires, for instance, to be 
selected as a top chapter, participation in activities such as Alumni, BOAC, 
international activities and others. 

(OVER) 
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I think that these men, speaking from the grassroots level, have a valid point, 
and I think that we, as a Board, must adhere to their expressions of concern 
and be certain that the load does not become unmanageable. 

As you know it is extremely difficult to retain teachers and if the FFA work 
load is contributing to significant numbers leaving, it behooves us to study 
all new proposals before adding them as another activity. 

For the most part, the men were positive, commendations were expressed for the 
volume of work being done by the National Center staff, for the Washington Con­
ferences and for many other activities. 

I have merely attempted to glean the most significant concerns that I picked 
up and will relay these to the Goard at the meeting in Alexandria. 

I look forward to working with you and the staff at_ the meeting July 24 - 26 . 
My schedule calls for me to arrive on Thursday, July 20.

Since our very helpful meeting earlier this summer, we have had many calls 
and letters from the FFA alumni group and others deeply concerned about

the Association's position on the FFA convention. Some of these folks 
apparently feel that we question the educational value of the program or 
that anything good could take place out of the classroom. This is certainly 
not the case. As I tried to make clear at our meeting in Alexandria, we 
continue to have the utmost respect for the FFA program and the educational 
value of the national meeting.

You are aware, I am certain, of the recent public concern about making the 
most of the education. dollar and the need for re-examination of all school 
programs. It remains our hope that the sponsors of the FFA program will · 
find some ·means of reschedulinG the activity so that boys and Girls will not 
only receive maximum benefit from their 180 days per year of classroom in­
struction, but also enjoy the many benefits associated with participation in 
EFA activities, includin~ for some the once-in-a-lifetime opportunity to 
attend the outstanding convention in Kansas City.
