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Cur roving reporter has been question- 
ing some of the people competing i n  the 
various contests. Here are  some questions 
and answers: 

Q How long have you been prepzing fo r  
the contest  and how do you f e e l  about 
the competition?

The contests &re 
an enjoyable experience i f  the contest- 
ant i s  allowed t o  ge t  a f a i r  view of 
the competition, without being under 
the pressure t o  "bring back the bacon." 

Q What unexpected problems did you en- 
.counter? 

A My en t i r e  sa les  pitch was addressed 
toward a man i n  a man's point of, 
view, and when I discovered t ha t  
I was t o  be s e l l i ng  t o  a woman, I had 
t o  change my en t i r e  view point jus t  
minutes before I was t o  be judged.
