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Foreword

This is the tenth volume of “Kiwanis Activities' summarizing
the officially reported activities of all the Kiwanis clubs in the
United States and Canada during the year 1931. The compilation
was made possible by utilizing the Official Monthly Reports recording
activities as reported by the club secretaries.

At the close of 1931 there were 1,880 clubs, according to the
membership records of January 1, 1932, and nearly all, with the
exception of the newly built clubs, were carrying on civic and wel-
fare programs.

The Objects of Kiwanis International have made possible these
numerous achievements recorded in this present book. These
Objects are:

To give primacy to the human and spiritual rather than to the material
values of life.

To encourage the daily living of the Golden Rule in all human rela-
tionships.

To promote the adoption and the application of higher social, business
and professional standards.

To develop, by precept and example, a more intelligent, aggressive and
serviceable citizenship.

To provide through Kiwanis clubs, a practical means to form enduring
friendships, to render altruistic service, and to build better communities.

To co-operate in creating and maintaining that sound public opinion
and high idealism which make possible the increase of righteousness,
justice, patriotism, and good-will.

Clubs in the United States observed “‘Constitution Week,""
September 13 to 19, and this annual occasion has for its purpose
the stressing of better citizenship. In Canada, “'Canadian Citizen-
ship Week,”" June 28 to July 4, was a similar occasion for the pro-
motion of good citizenship. All clubs participated in All-Kiwanis
Night, May 4, 1931, during the 15th annual convention in Miami.
This was a simultaneous meeting of clubs from the Atlantic to the
Pacific in commemoration of the unselfish service and accomplish-
ments of Kiwanians.

The 17th anniversary of Kiwanis was observed during the week
of January 21, 1932. The organization's birth-date is January 21,
1915 at Detroit, Michigan.



Suggestions for Your Own Club

KiwaNIs ACTIVITIES is a summary of the community betterment
and service activities of Kiwanis clubs in the United States and
Canada. The book is compiled annually from the Official Monthly
Reports submitted by clubs.

The activities indicate the many varied and practical applica-
tions of the ideals, and objectives of Kiwanis International, and
suggest opportunities of similar service for other communities,
institutions, groups, and individuals.

The book is not an honor-roll of clubs. It has been compiled
as a descriptive presentation of diversified service endeavors.

How to Use the Book

Kiwanis ACTIVITIES is suggestive of what can be done in all com-
munities by active clubs. Every club, large or small, seeking sug-
gestions for community service can find in this volume sources of
information on every conceivable kind of activity.

The key which unlocks the treasure of this book for clubs is the
index on the final pages. There appear over forty general divisions
of activities, which direct the reader to pages of thousands of records
of actual club work.

Clubs which have made surveys of their own communities and
are planning new or additional service activities, can review the re-
sults of clubs in towns of somewhat the same type and population.
Clubs seeking suggestions may be located in either agriculcural or
industrial areas, or in vicinities of both farming and manufacturing.

For a club in an agricultural region, the index will indicate
hundreds of valuable activities in better town and country relations
work, in city beautiful planning, health campaigns, conservation
and general education. If a club functions in a community where
all forms of general economic enterprise are in operation, a vast
store-house of material is suggested by such index topics as health
and sanitation, boys' and girls’ work, improvement of civic condi-
tions, aid to business and industry, and many others.

A careful study of KiwaNis AcTiviTIES by members will reveal
to them many clubs of about the same size, in localities having
similar opportunities and problems, engaged in active and varied
service programs.

Every Kiwanian is urged to make a thorough inspection of
KiwANIis AcTIVITIES to familiarize himself with the summary of
service work of all the clubs in Kiwanis International.
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THE UNDER-PRIVILEGED CHILD

The service rendered by all the Kiwanis clubs in the United States and Canada,
on behalf of under-privileged children, consists in removing those physical, mental,
moral and economic handicaps, which bar them from the full measure of citizenship.

The following under “‘General Assistance’ shows the various kinds of activities
accomplished during 1931 to aid the children under this major Kiwanis objective:

General Assistance

Aberdeen, Wash. The club pays $25.00 a month for the support of a crippled
boy who has been helped for the past 5 years. An orphan boy is also given aid.

Ann Arbor, Mich. An annual budget of $3,000.00 is provided for under-privileged
children at the University Hospital.

Arlington, Mass. Cirippled children are taken to and from school.

Berea, Ohio. The Under-Privileged Child Committee visits homes and takes a
personal interest in all children not making satisfactory progress in the public
schools. Children in an orphanage were taken on a picnic.

Bloomington, Ind. An appropriation was made for a special school for under-
privileged children.

Bowling Green, Ohio. General help is provided for a crippled girl attending
business college. The club furnishes milk for under-nourished school children.

Brookfield, Ill. Kiwanians provided transportation for under-privileged children.

Buhl, Igéaho. A truck-load of supplies was sent to the State Children's Home
at ise.

Burlingame-San Mateo, Calif. All members were engaged in selling $6,000.00
worth of memberships in a county preventorium association where 28 boys
and girls are receiving pre-tubercular care.

Caldwell-West Essex, N. J. Special collections are secured for purchasing shoes
and clothing for the children of the unemployed. Twenty boys and girls were
sent to a summer camp and glasses were supplied 2 children.

Calgary, Alta. A tag day secured $7,500.00 for an orphans’ home. One hundred
of these children were taken for a picnic. 8

Champaign, Ill. A woman was secured to care for 7 children whose mother and
father had died. Clothing, shoes and milk were furnished 20 children and one
crippled boy is securing a business education, with the help of the state depart-
ment of rehabilitation. Took all children to see a circus.

Cincinnati, Ohio. Bought equipment for the Kiwanis club shops and paid a
visit to our school at the tuberculosis hospital where the children made an
exhibit of their handicraft. Several hundred children were taken to a circus
and movie show. Two health camps gave children 10 weeks of sunshine and
rest so to build them up to resist the ravages of tuberculosis.

Clarksburg, W. Va. Taxi fares were paid for children to and from school and
college expenses were provided for 2 other crippled children.

Clayton, N. J. A home was found for 2 small children. Clothing and glasses
were provided under-privileged children in the township.

Cleveland Heights, Ohio. Four orphans were sent to a relative in Rhode Island
after the death of their father and mother in this city. Over $500.00 was
spent for new equipment and camp ground work. This year 275 boys attended
our camp.

Columbia, Tenn. The club is guardian for a boy paroled from the United States
Federal Court. He has been placed in a private home and is attending school.

Concordia, Kan. The club adopted a young man who comes from one of the
most under-privileged homes we could find.

Concord, N. H. Placed a child for adoption. Distributed clothing to needy
children. Secured books for an orphanage and provided medical and surgical
attention for children. Glasses were also purchased. Dedicated the new
Kiwanis dining hall building and presented it to Camp Spaulding.

Concord, N. C. A water car was sent throughout the city during the hot summer
months so that children could enjoy cooling showers.

Copperhill, Tenn. Clothing and food are purchased for children. Five from a
family whose father is ill, were secured a home and care. Fifty memberships
were secured for boys and girls in the Y. M. C. A. and Y. W. C. A.

Davenport, Iowa. The children from the lowa State Orphans’ Home and St.
Vincents' Orphanage were taken to Princeton for an all-day outing. A visit
was made to a radio station so that the children might become acquainted
with broadcasting.

Davis, Okla. Purchased school supplies for all children whose parents couldn't
purchase them.

Dayton, Ohio. Approximately $5,000.00 was invested in the Barney Community
Center, which has a hospital for crippled children serving 11 counties. Each
week Kiwanians are in charge of the entertainment program for the children
in the hospital. A piano, radio and frigidaire have been purchased for this
institution.

Denison, Iowa. With the money secured by holding Sunday afternoon concerts a
milk fund was built up. Other proceeds were divided between various charity
groups.

Denton, Tex. Our 5th annual minstrel gave about $1,000.00 for welfare work.
One delinquent boy has been placed in a state institution. Provided 30 boys
with a camp vacation and secured medical service for others.

Denver, Colo. Kiwanians were interested in state legislative matters that had
to do with child welfare in Colorado. All forms of under-privileged child
work are carried on by the club.

Des Moines, Iowa. Bought a swimming tank for a crippled children’s home and
gﬁ\ig $250.00 for the upkeep of this institution. Purchased lunches for poor
children.

Downey, Calif. One boy is kept at the McKinley Home.

Doylestown, Pa. An effort is underway to establish a detention home in the
county for juveniles so that present quarters in the county prison building no
longer need be used. Conducted a milk fund and held our third annual minstrel
show with all proceeds being used for under-privileged child work.

Dubuque, Iowa. Sent a 10-year old boy to lowa City for proper medical and
surgical attention. Cooperated in a charity bazaat, which netted about $2,500.00.

Eagle Rock, Calif. The club continues to support a young man who has been
admitted to the McKinley Industrial Home.

East Orange, N. J. A young boy with a bad home environment was sent 25
miles away to a good country home. Appropriated $500.00 for summer camps
and over 20 youths took advantage of the camp pleasures. The club maintains
a free bed at an orthopedic hospital and takes all orphans on pincics and other
outings.

Elk City, Okla. At the opening of school 75 children were purchased clothing,
books and supplies. Many other children were similarly helped during the year.

Elma, Wash. A talented young man, who has been in a sanitorium, was sent to
the University of Washington for the current year with funds furnished almost
entirely by Kiwanians.

Eugene, Ore. Hundreds of sub-normal boys and girls are being directly helped
in the backward child's clinic, which was originally supported by this club.
Financial aid is still given but the clinic has grown far beyond expectations.
More than 2,000 quarts of milk were served during 1931.

Eustis, Fla. The club has placed a boy in an industrial school. Took 104 children
on a picnic to a lake resort and also held a Hallowe'en carnival, which included
a parade, attractive booths and a grand ball.

Evansville, Ind. Provided 530 pairs of hose and 265 pairs of shoes for necedy
children. Purchased milk throughout the entire winter for under-nourished
children and held picnics and other entertainments for the crippled and the
orphans of all the surrounding communities.

Fort Pierce, Fla. During April each Kiwanian began active personal service
taking one family of needy children under his care. The club is sending one
boy through school.

Girard, Ohio. Again this year opened our general health and welfare camp. The
club plans vocational guidance for all graduates from this camp.

Glouster, Ohio. A toy hospital repaired all old toys which were later distributed
to poor children at Christmas time.

Goldsboro, N. C. A destitute mother with 6 children was given the equivalent
of the weekly wages of her 14-year old son so that the boy might continue in
school. Provided milk and free lunches for needy school children.

Great Falls, Mont. Kiwanians were successful in having the board of education
secure a teacher in lip reading for the deaf and dumb children of the city who
are too young to be sent to a state institution. The club pays for the noon-day
lunches for poor children from the rural districts. Several were provided with
glasses and members collected magazines for an orphans’ home.
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THE UNDER-PRIVILEGED CHILD (Gen. Assistance)—Cont.

Greenville, S. C. Provision is made so that 100 destitute children receive attention
and supervision from the community workers. At Greenacre, a home for
children, $100.00 was used for planting a vegetable garden. About 100 children
are in direct contact with a neighborhood house where clothing and food,
hospitalization and general education are available for youngsters.

Halifax, N. S. Over $2,000.00 was spent to purchase boots, rubbers, stockings,
overshoes and clothing for unfortunate children.

Harrisburg, Pa. One young girl, who is a cripple, is being given an education at
Mansfield College. She was adopted by the club 4 years ago. Seventy-five
under-nourished youngsters were sent to a tuberculosis camp. Our Thanks-
giving party was attended by 6,000 children who were present at various city
theatres. The admission charged was 3 potatoes and the proceeds, 24 barrels,
were divided between an industrial home and an orphanage. Clothing, food,
fuel and braces for a crippled child were purchased.

Hastings, Neb. The club owns a 15-acre wooded tract on which a lodge has
been erected with a fully equipped kitchen and a large fire place. There are
also 9 small cabins for sleeping purposes. Boys and girls from the Salvation
Army, Red Cross, and other organizations, are given an encampment every.
year. The club purchases milk which is distributed by the Red Cross at the
infant welfare station. Personal service work has begun with each Kiwanian
responsible for some youth of the community needing help.

Hermosa Beach, Calif. One boy has been placed in the McKinley Home and
the club gives $10.00 per month for a milk fund for the schools. All boys of
the Strickland Home were entertained with a picnic.

Highland Park, Brooklyn, N. Y. Graduation prizes were awarded to honor
pupils of the under-privileged child school. Thirty boys and girls were sent
to summer camps.

Highland Park, Calif. An educational fund has been provided for under-privileged
children and other such services, as general welfare and entertainment, are
provided.

Highland Park, Mich. Over 6,500 pairs of old shoes were secured and repairs
were made on them and given to school children. Thirty were sent to a summer

camp.

Holdenville, Okla. The club sees to it that no child in the city need be kept from
school because of lack of clothing or books. Milk is supplied each day to
under-nourished children.

Huntington Park, Calif. The club supports 2 boys in the McKinley Home
and assists the Salvation Army at its fresh-air camp.

Iron Mountain, Mich. Each under-privileged child is assigned to a Kiwanian
who visits the child’s home and is personally responsible for the general im-
provement of its condition. Two girls were sent to a summer camp.

Jacksonville, Fla. The club is proud of its foster-parent plan of personal service.
Hundreds of children are given attention and on their birthdays receive presents
and are entertained by members. All boys unable to go on camp vacations
were sent free of charge by the club. :

Kenmore, Ohio. Sponsoring night classes for under-privileged boys and supply
milk to several schools for the under-nourished. .

Kewanee, Ill. We continue our open-air school and maintain a dental and baby X
clinic. Paid for the board and room of a young orphan.

Lakeland, Fla. Sponsored a show, admittance being by food, clothing and toys.
All this material was then turned over to children's institutions. More than
$1,000.00 worth of stable food was secured. A truck-load full of bundles of
clothing and boxes of food were sent to the Rose Keller Branch of the Children's
Home Society.

Lawrence, Kan. Supervised monthly orthopedic and mental hygiene clinics.
A well-baby clinic is also partly under the management of the club. During
1931 over 104 attended the mental hygiene clinic.

Lowell, Mass. The 5th annual costume party gave us $2,100.00 for activities.
Purchased and installed complete playground equipment in every orphanage
in the city. Seven thousand boys and girls attended our annual outing. Gave
donations to various orphanages and children’s homes.

Madison, N. J. Assisted in the organization of a social planning committee which
is to co-ordinate the work of conducting activities for boys and girls. Proceeds
of a Kiwanis play were used for the unemployed and special under-privileged
child work. Boys and girls were sent to summer camps.
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THE UNDER-PRIVILEGED CHILD (Gen. Assistance)—Cont.

Manitowoc, Wis. The club has an instructor for a deaf and dumb class.
Mauston, Wis. An orphan boy, who had no means to continue his school work,
was provided with equipment and also was given a room and his board.
Memphis, Tenn. One thousand persons attended our annual barbecue, which

gave us $650.00 for welfare work.

Milwaukee, Wis. Approximately $2,000.00 was expended during 1931 for under-
privileged child work. The money was used for educational purposes with
many children receiving monthly checks, which enabled them to buy food and
clothing and continue in school. Orthopedic appliances were furnished and
general health examinations were given many children.

Montgomery, Ala. Surgical aid was secured for one child and 200 chickens
were given to the under-privileged so that they might have the means for
earning an independent livelihood.

Moose Jaw, Sask. Two children were sent to a.deaf and dumb school and 11
boys went to summer camps. The club has a free milk fund and members
took 50 children on a picnic.

Morrilton, Ark. There were 237 children who received clothing, and soup was
provided for school children at noon-time.

Muscatine, Iowa. Secured a teacher for an orphans’ band and purchased ortho-
pedic appliances for a high school student.

Muskegon, Mich. Purchased memberships in Y. M. C. A. for 15 boys of the
children’s home.

Newark, N. J. Toys and goodies were given to the children in the orphan asylums
and nurseries of the city. At Easter time 1,400 baskets with eggs were dis-
tributed. Forty-three children were sent on a 2-weeks' camp vacation. The
club pays the board for a child who was placed in a good home.

New Haven, Conn. Spent $1,700.00 to construct a wading pool at Camp Happy-
land for the children of a tuberculosis preventorium. Boys and girls were
sent to camp during the summer time.

Northern Cambria County, Pa. Since 1924 the Tiny Tim club has sent 90
crippled children to the hospital. Special training has been provided for those
who will be able to earn their own livelihood. Employment was secured
for 30 persons.

Oglethorpe, Ga. Helped to buy school books for under-privileged children.

Omaha, Neb. Collected over 300 pairs of shoes and purchased the necessary
equipment so that these might be repaired by older boys. Later these shoes
were distributed among the needy. An automobile and blankets were purchased
for the Hattie B. Munroe Home for Convalescing Crippled Children. Con-
tributions were made to the free milk and ice fund.

Orange, Mass. Assistance is given for the mentally deficient children in the
schools and we provided funds for summer camps.

Palatka, Fla. The club has joined with the county judge in aiding all delinquent
children. Donations are made to schools so that free lunches can be provided
for poor children.

Parsons, Kan. Each Kiwanian is enlisted in personal service work for one or
more under-privileged children.

Perry, Fla. School supplies are furnished for 200 under-privileged children.
Assistance is given the Woman's Club in serving 150 children with soup and bread.

Philadelphia, Pa. The Kiwanis happiness car goes to all the charitable institu-
tions 5 evenings a week to give motion picture programs. Crippled children
were taken for an automobile ride and a picnic.

Philippi, W. Va. Placed 2 destitute boys in a good home.

Port Jervis, N. Y. Our club has taken interest in an opportunity school for children
who are unable to keep up with the regular public school classes. Milk, clothing,
glasses, medical care and health camp recreation are provided for all under-
privileged children.

Providence, R. I. A shoe and stocking fund properly provides all needy school
children with necessities. ‘
Rochester, Ind. A youth from a county orphans’ home was released and placed

in a business school at Valparaiso.

Rochester, N. H. Kiwanians are acting as Big Brothers to 5 boys. Medical,
surgical and dental aid are provided and clothing and milk are freely distributed.

Rochester, N. Y. Three times a week Kiwanis Joy Hour is broadcast for all
shut-in children over station WHEC. The Kiwanis joy car made 300 trips carry-
ing 8,861 children on the tours. A marine band was heard by 3,500 children.
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THE UNDER-PRIVILEGED CHILD (Gen. Assistance)—Cont.

Saginaw, Mich. City firemen agreed to repair broken toys that were later dis-
tributed among the poor children at Christmas time. A contribution was
made for children's work at the University of Michigan Hospital at Ann Arbor.
Held an orphans’ picnic for 175 children and sent under-privileged boys to a camp.

St. John, N. B. The Kiwanis day nursery makes it possible for mothers to leave
their children while at work. Over 300 children are given supervision each
month. The annual radio auction gave us over $2,000.00 for welfare work.

St. Petersburg, Fla. One boy was paroled to the club from the juvenile court
for guidance and help. A home was sought for a 14-year old girl. Surgical
service is available for poor children.

Salem, W. Va. Found a favorable location for a news-stand which was turned
over to a crippled youth so that he might have a livelihood. Sent a crippled
child to the hospital for treatment.

San Fernando, Calif. Two boys have been placed in the McKinley Home where
the club offers scholarships and conducts a dental clinic. The club distributed
free milk. Made a donation to a summer day nursery. Provided outings for
children in various institutions and undertook all forms of general welfare work.

San Jose, ?alif. The club sponsors a school for children confined in the county
hospital.

Sherman, Tex. One boy was sent to a state school for the deaf at Austin, and
eye treatment was provided for other children.

South Haven, Mich. A teacher was engaged to give special lessons to a child
who could not attend school.

South Side, St. Louis, Mo. A girl sent to Washington University is one of 3 to
receive scholarships and the club is very proud of this achievement.  Took
50 orphans to a motion picture show.

South Tacoma, Wash. Organized a manual training school for the orphans at
the Washington Industrial Home. All children were taken on outings and
were given entertainments.

Springfield, Mo. A special class in the schools has been organized for crippled
children. Clothing and shoes collected and repaired were distributed to 750
children unable to attend school because of lack of these necessities. About
$2,500.00 worth of materials were collected.

Timmins, Ont. The major objective of the club is the building of a large play
room for the Children's Shelter. It was estimated it will cost about $3,000.00.

Titusville, Fla. The wives of 4 Kiwanians have volunteered to act as mothers
to under-privileged girls. Hot meals were provided for needy school children
and tooth brushes and paste were distributed.

University, Seattle, Wash. Playground equipment was placed in the Washington
Children’'s Home. Supply milk and food and endorsed a dental clinic bill
which secured the signature of the governor of the state. Several boys were
sent to camp.

Valdosta, Ga. School books are furnished to some 200 children.

Victoria, B. C. Clothing was supplied to an orphanage and the children at this
institution were taken to church every Sunday during June.

Vidalia, Ga. Twelve under-privileged children are being given financial help so
that they might continue in school.

Vincennes, Ind. Kiwanians are giving personal service to all under-privileged
children.

Wagoner, Okla. All poor children of the city are provided with school books,
pencils and paper.

West Cleveland, Ohio., Purchased athletic equipment for children at an industrial
home where the club provides a recreational director 3 afternoons each week.
Awarded prizes to children in a garden contest. A number of children were sent
to the country for a vacation. General assistance is given to the Children’s
Aid Society.

Wichita, Kan. Hundreds of children are being given clothing so that they might
continue to attend school. Hot lunches are also provided.

Wilkes-Barre, Pa. Books and toy trucks in several hospitals are the chief activities
of Kiwanians.

Winamac, Ind. Secured a private home for an orphan child and sent 4 other
children to a tuberculosis sanitorium.

Winnipeg, Man. Arranged a library for under-privileged children in the foreign
section and assisted a war orphan girl to secure a 4-year scholarship. One
hundred mothers and their children were taken to camp.

Yakima, Wash. Purchased books and meals for the under-privileged and dis-
tributed 300 dozen pairs of gloves.

Physical

Adams, Mass. A tonsil and adenoid clinic was conducted throughout the year,
and milk was supplied to all under-nourished children.

Ada, Okla. Kiwanians were active in promoting a pre-school clinic, and in assisting
the Red Cross in feeding under-nourished children.

Albany, Ga. The under-privileged child clinic has been maintained for 6 years,
open every-day of the year, and larger quarters have been obtained to care for
negro children. Over 400 cases received treatment or operation, while some
200 new cases are now being given attention.

Albuquerque, N. M. A fund has been created to assist in the training of a blind boy.

Alexandria, Ind. A health center has been opened by the club and 31 children
were examined the first month.

Alhambra, Calif. Milk and food were furnished all under-privileged boys and
girls. Children were sent to a summer camp.

Allentown, Pa. The club works with school authorities in providing food for the
under-nourished children in the public schools. Memberships in the Y. M. C. A.
were provided for a number of boys. Children were sent to a summer camp
in the mountains.

Allian]'c]e,IOhio. Breakfasts are provided for all hungry children in our public
schools.

Amarillo, Tex. A $4,000.00 crippled children’s fund has been created for a clinic,
providing food for the under-nourished, and to give general medical and surgical
aid.

Appleton, Wis. A dental_clinic gives treatments to over 300 children.

Arcadia, Fla. Allunder-nourished children in the schools are provided with food,
and the best surgical attention has been secured for a 15-year old boy, who
injured his arm in an automobile accident.

Asheville, N. C. A clinic has been organized by 11 professional men of the club.
A boys' camp was opened for all under-privileged youths.

Atlanta, Ga. Appropriations have been made for the Hillside Cottages and the
Home for the Friendless. Dental work is supplied free to the needy children.

Bainbridge, Ga. Sponsored a stomach, lung and eye clinic with assistance from
the federal health authorities.

Baltimore, Md. Contributed funds for equipment for an examination room in
the Salvation Army Day Nursery, and purchased an artificial limb for a young
woman.

Barrie, Ont. Thousands of quarts of milk were distributed to under-nourished
children. Food and clothing were purchased for them and several children
were sent to a Toronto hospital for treatment.

Bartlesville, Okla. Over 250 children in the grade schools received milk twice
a day throughout the entire winter.

Beatt);_ville, Ky. Twenty-eight children are furnished free milk at the school
cafeteria.
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Beaumont, Tex. Aided in securing legislation for a state-wide survey to find
crippled children. One hundred boys were taken to a summer camp over 100
miles from our town, and children were also given movies and other entertain-
ments.

Beaver Dam, Wis. A drive was made for protection against diphtheria and small-
pox in the schools. Educational literature on “The Value of Innoculation™
was mailed to all parents. Seventy-two per cent of all children entering school
were immunized. Four children were given tonsillectomies.

}Bellefonte, Pa. All school children needing dental or medical treatment secured
assistance from the Under-privileged Child Committee. Three children were
sent to a state hospital for orthopedic treatment.

Benicia, Calif. Ten children were sent to clinics, and one went to a specialist in
San Francisco. Others were furnished glasses and clothing. Hot chocolate
was served to under-nourished school children for 14 weeks during the winter.

Big Spring, Tex. Financial arrangements were made so that free milk could be
supplied to worthy school children, and 10 young people underwent operations.

Billings, Mont. Town and rural children received tonsil and adenoid operations.
An eye clinic was opened and 15 children were examined, treated and given
glasses. Thirty-seven children attended our Sunhine Camp, which was under
the supervision of a nurse, a cook and a recreational director.

Binghamton, N. Y. Paid one-half of the teacher's salary at the county health camp.

Birmingham, Ala. A crippled children's clinic cares for unfortunate children.
Twenty boys and girls were sent to summer camps.

Blairsville, Pa. Forty-one children underwent operations at a tonsil clinic. Gen-
eral health and welfare work was done throughout the entire year.

Boscobel, Wis. After a survey in the public schools, all children needing attention
were given help.

Bowling Green, Ky. The club operates a clinic for crippled children, furnishes
milk to the public schools, and in the summer sends 15 children to a camp.

Bremerton, Wash. A health clinic for school children made it possible for 2,035

]< children to be examined for defective teeth. Six.dental chairs have been placed
in 3 public schools. A pre-school clinic was open during the month of August.

Brevard, N. C. Children received eye treatments and glasses, and a tonsil and
adenoid clinic ‘was conducted for 4 days. Three worthy boys were sent to an
orphanage, and 8 others went to a summer camp.

Brockton, Mass. A fund of $2,000.00 was spent so the under-nourished children
could be supplied with milk.

Brooklyn, Cleveland, Ohio. Milk was furnished daily to 500 school children.
At a theatre party, we entertained 2500 boys and girls, and 200 more children
were taken to an outing at a near-by lake. One infantile paralysis case is
being given aid.

Brookv}i\lle, [Ea. Throughout the year under-nourished children were supplied
with milk.

Burlington, N. C. Over 350 children were given physical examinations and
whatever other aid was needed.

Butte, Mont. The Kiwanis child welfare nurse made over 2,000 calls during 1931.
More than 250 children were referred to physicians for treatment, and 1,000
new cases received attention during the year. The club cooperated in a financial

‘7< drive to secure $10,000.00 for an orthopedic clinic. A _dental clinic was in
operation. Milk and clothing were furnished. Medical attention was given
for pre-natal cases. There were general health lectures and sub-normal children
were given attention.

Casper, Wyo. Spent $4,000.00 so that a child could go to a Denver hospital for
a cleft palate operation. A donation was made to help build 5 cabins at a
health camp, and supplied clothing and glasses to under-privileged children.

Centerville, Jowa. The club has a Kiwanis room in the local hospital for all
under-privileged children, and nearly 500 children have taken the opportunity
of receiving Kiwanis service.

Chapel Hill, N. C. Seventy-five children were treated at our dental clinic. Though

% there was parental opposition, one little girl underwent a tonsitléctomy.

Charleston, W. Va. The club had a $1,000.00 under-privileged child fund, and
arranged for surgical and hospital attendance for crippled children.

Charlottesville, Va. Purchased a new automobile for the nurse in the clinic at
the University Hospital. Over 4,000 visits were made by the nurse, and more
than 1,200 individual patients were given attention. At the clinic some 3,000
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had the opportunity of consultation. All children of the Blue Ridge Sani-
torium were given a Christmas party.

Chester, Pa. Nearly 300 children were given treatments and furnished with glasses.

Chicago Heights, Ill. The club served 10,000 bottles of milk to under-nourished
school children, and fitted 100 children with glasses. Under-privileged boys
and girls were taken to a circus.

Chicopee, Mass. Because of the under-nourished condition of many children in
the schools, milk was furnished daily to all those in need. Monthly health
records were kept on all these youngsters. Children in the public and parochial
schools were also provided with shoes, rubbers, glasses and clothing. There
were several tonsillectomies.

Clermont, Fla. A physical and dental clinic was made available for all school
children. One blind youth has been helped by surgery. He has been made
a ward of the club, and is taken to Orlando, 27 miles away, every week by some
Kiwanian for a lesson in the Braille system. Each Kiwanian waits in Orlando
to bring the youth home again. Special attention is given Allen Johnson, 14,
who is known as the “artist.”” The boy is given physical aid, and is also taken
to Orlando once a week for a lesson in his beloved art.

Cleveland, Ohio. Financing a nursery school at the Rainbow Hospital for crippled
children. Contributed to a milk fund, and sent boys to a fresh air camp.

Cobalt, Ont. Kiwanians looked after the welfare of one blind student and one
other incurable case. The 5th annual dog derby and winter carnival with
some 30 entries proved a great event for the town and gave the club money
for welfare work.

Collinsville, Okla. Ninety dependent children are given milk and graham crackers
twice daily at the schools.

Colorado Springs, Colo. The club has a special fund with which to purchase
milk for all under-nourished school children.

Columbia, Mo. A child welfare station served milk to school children, and later
the club opened a health camp for these boys and girls.

Columbia, S. C. Organized a nutritional camp for the summer months. During
the winter furnished 50 quarts of milk and daily lunches. A spinal brace was
purchased for a crippled girl.

Columbus, Ga. One child was sent to an orphanage, and milk and glasses were
furnished all needy children.

Columbus, Ind. Kiwanians of the medical profession gave free service to all
unfortunate children, and the club authorized the purchase of necessary clothing
for these youths.

Columbus, Ohio. The club furnished 2 rooms in the Nightingale Preventorium.

Cumberland, Md. Supplied exercising equipment and manual training supplies
for a class of crippled children. A nurse has also been engaged to give each
child massage treatment. Orthopedic appliances were also purchased for
these young people.

Dallas, Tex. A dentalclinic was opened in the Freeman Memorial Hospital building.

Darien, Conn. The club continues all its branches of welfare work, and has a
number of youngsters under supervision.

Dawson, Ga. Thirty operations were scheduled after the annual under-privileged
child clinic was held in August.

Daytona Beach, Fla. A Little Mothers’ League was conducted with a nurse in
charge, who made visits to homes of patients and assisted in conducting clinical
activities. There were health lectures, pre-natal consultations, demonstrations
in child care, etc. The club purchased milk, codliver oil, baby food, and made
available physical examinations and medical treatments for all children.

De Kalb, I1I. The club spent over $1,000.00 for general medical and surgical
attention for children. A milk fund of over $1,000.00 was used in the city schools.

Delray Beach, Fla. There were 664 cases treated during 1931. School books
were furnished to needy children.

Dover, Ohio. Milk, clothing, glasses, and dental and medical care were available
for children brought to the club by the Under-privileged Child Committee.

Durham, N. C. Appropriated $700.00 to provide lunches for children in both
white and colored city schools. Ten children were provided with glasses.

East Cleveland, Ohio. An immediate fund was established in both the high and
junior high schools to supply lunches and school necessities. Clothing, shoes
and milk were provided for the children in the grade schools. A theatrical
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performance gave us $850.00 to help carry on welfare work, and the club agreed
to assist in the supervision of a health camp.

Eastlake, Oakland, Calif. Furnished milk and lunches for crippled children, and
provided dental and medical care for all the needy.

Edmonton, Alta. The club took over what was known as the Edmonton Chil-
dren's Aid Society with assets in excess of $50,000.00. This is now known as
the Kiwanis Children’s Aid Home, and will be run entirely by the club. An
apple day and an Indian stampede gave us nearly $3,000.00 for our work.

1 Paso, Tex. Kiwanians were on the lookout for under-nourished cases in the
schools. A fund of over $700.00 was given over with which to purchase milk.
Fifty-five boys were sent to a health camp, and 191 children in the Salvation
Army and other institutions were taken to the circus.

Elwood, Ind. Examination was made of all children having defective eyesight.
Glasses were provided all children needing them.

Emporia, Kan. The club was active in proposing legislation for treatment of
crippled children in this state. Over 100 children were examined and given
full clinic reports early in the year. An instructor was secured, who gives three
hours each week to a youth who has been crippled since birth and who has
never attended school. A typewriter was purchased for this boy. A blind,
colored youth was supplied with clothing and other necessities, and was given
special attention at his school.

Emporia, Va. Several hundred cases were given attention at our regular monthly
crippled child’s clinic. A minstrel show gave us $463.55 for our clinic fund.

Englewood, Chicago. Over 500 bottles of milk and lunches were given to under-
nourished children in the schools. Food, glasses and clothing were also pro-
vided for poor children.

Escanaba, Mich. Throughout the year the club made it possible to supply food
at the cost of about $130.00 a month to all grade school children needing care.

Eureka, Calif. Two beds are maintained for children at a local hospital where
surgeons and nurses donate their services. Milk and lunches are provided
for the poor in the public schools.

Eureka, Kan. A girl in the third grade underwent a severe cataract operation
so that her eyesight might be restored.

Excelsior Springs, Mo. Two clinics were in operation each month with general
surgical, medical and other care available for all children.

Fayetteville, N. C. A monthly orthopedic clinic is held under the direction of
Dr. Hugh Thompson, and in the Kiwanis Health Centre Building a weekly
baby clinic is conducted, where mothers are informed on the care and feeding
of children. A pre-natal clinic is also in operation. The Lumberton Club has
joined in the work of the children's clinic. Several thousand have received
attention and been given aid.

Forest City, N. C. A dental and eye clinic brought 150 children of school age to
doctors for examination and help. A pilgrimage was made to the orthopedic
hospital at Gastonia, and 25 crippled children received examination and treatment.

Fort Lauderdale, Fla. Assisted in general health examinations for all school
children. Several underwent tonsil and adenoid operations, and others are
receiving dental aid.

Fostoria, Ohio. Conducted a baby show and clinic at the annual township fair
with 2 doctors and 2 nurses in attendance.

Fremont, Ohio. All grade school children had the opportunity of having their
teeth examined.

" Fresno; Calif. Forty-two boys and girls were sent to a summer camp. Shoes,

clothing and glasses were secured for those in need, and milk was purchased
for under-nourished children.

Fullerton, Calif. Milk is dispensed daily for 100 to 400 children. A_dental
clinic was established in the public schools, treating about 300 children a month.

Fulton, N. Y. Sponsored a soup kitchen, feeding 40 school children. Milk was
given to all the under-nourished.

Gettysburg, S. D. Endowed 3 beds at a health camp and purchased clothing
for an orphan boy.

Greenfield, Ind. The club cooperated with the county board to see to it that
children are placed in a good home of a Kiwanian or friend who will assist in
rc;lhlz:jbilitation work. A warm meal is given at noon to 40 under-nourished
children.
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Hackensack, N. J. Funds are given to the Visiting Nurses Association with
which to purchase milk. Six boys were sent to a summer camp for 2 weeks,
and clothing was supplied to a high school boy.

Hamilton, Ont. Gave $500.00 to the health association as expenses for the
Kiwanis ward at a sanitorium. Seventy-five children were given_dental and
medical examinations and a camp vacation. Entertainment was provided
for 140 girls at a fresh air camp.

Hammond, Ind. Instead of giving Christmas baskets, the club purchased shoes
and stockings for children of pre-school age. A soup kitchen for needy children
was given $50.00 a month by the club.

Hanford, Calif. Organized a crippled children’s clinic, furnished milk to 40
children, assisted an orphan boy through high school, took a crippled lad to the
Shriner’s Hospital and paid for his orthopedic services, and sent boys to a summer

camp.

Harlan, Ky. Seventy-seven crippled children were given examinations and 12
were taken to Louisville for special treatment. The club has created a
special milk fund.

Hattiesburg, Miss. Eight severely crippled children were given every attention
during 1931. One child died, and all but 2 of the others are greatly benefited.

Hoboken, N. J. When the Memorial Day Nursery was about to close, Kiwanians
took the responsibility of financing this institution. Fifty-two boys and girls
were sent to camp, and milk was supplied for the needy.

Hollywood, Calif. A dental clinic was established several years ago in the Los
Angeles Orphans’ Homeé, and the club continues to supply dental and other
medical needs for this institution.

Homestead, Pa. Almost 1,000 children were examined and treated at our Kiwanis
clinic. The club continues to purchase milk, shoes, clothing, and orthopedic
appliances for children.

Hopewell, Va. Over 150 patients are given attention each month at our crippled
children's clinic. The club operated a store for a week preceding Christmas
and sold toys from which was realized a fund for our work.

Horton, Kan. Five thousand people attended our Fourth of July celebration.
Medical attention was available for all children, and the club furnished glasses
and clothing. Kickapoo Indian babies were provided with 5 layettes.

Huntington, Ind. Sent a boy to the Riley Memorial Hospital in Indianapolis.
He was unable to walk, but following an operation for club foot he became
practically normal.

Ingersoll, Ont. Sent 4 crippled children for treatment to a London hospital,
and provided medical attention for several other boys and girls. Purchased
camping equipment for an organization, and sent 30 girls on a summer vacation.

Irwin, Pa. All children in the public schools are given health examinations. At
our clinic, 250 children were treated. Seventeen doctors gave their services
free. Each school child is given a health certificate upon which the state,
each year, puts a seal. There are some 60,000 of these certificates in circulation,
and they make an exhibit of the child’s health during the school years. Glasses
and crutches were purchased for under-privileged children.

Janesville, Wis. Approximately $25,000.00 worth of free medical, surgical ‘and
hospital care is given annually for treatment of under-privileged children.
About $3,000.00 is spent annually, and through special rates and free services
of physicians obtained by the club, much relief work is done. A fund of $3,600.00
was realized from the 1931 theatrical performance for our work.

Jasper, Ala. At the clinic 140 examinations were made and 94 children underwent
tonsillectomies. Doctors, nurses and county health officers all cooperated
with the club in making the work successful. The estimated value of the work
was placed at $2,500.00. Poor children were supplied milk and free lunches.

Jefferson City, Mo. This year at the free clinic, children were given Shick tests
and immunized against smallpox and diphtheria. Children also underwent
major operations, and some were supplied with glasses. One child was sent to
a hospital in Columbia. Hundreds of gallons of milk were purchased for the
local schools.

Johnstown, Pa. Over $2,000.00 was expended for general orthopédic treatment,
and kthe club has purchased an electric machine to be used in crippled children'’s
work.

Joliet, Ill. A questionnaire was distributed in the schools to determine the hundred
most needy cases. Each of the children was assigned to a Kiwanian for personal
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attention and service. The children in 2 local orphanages were provided with
entertainments.

Joplin, Mo. Thirty children of the Kiwanis clinic are being treated, and the
club has purchased adequate apparatus for exercise. School subjects are also
taught at the hospital for these youngsters. Milk is supplied to under-nourished
children, and medical care is secured for them. Three carnivals in the junior
high school gave us $1,000.00 for our work. The annual Kiwanis picnic was
held for all the inmates of the children’s home. Glasses and drugs were supplied
to 2 boys ncedin%help‘

Kansas City, Mo. Each month of the year, approximately 200 children receive
aid at the Well Children’s Station. Many cases are referred to hospitals and
clinics, but the station gives practical advice, general medical attention and aid.

Kingsport, Tenn. Since 1928 more than 1,200 children have attended the dental
clinic. One child was placed with a local tailor so that he could learn the trade.

he Under-privileged Child Committee purchases school books for children
whose parents are unable to buy them. Personal service is given to crippled
and unfortunate children of this city.

Kingston, N. Y. The club operates a dental clinic, furnishes milk to all the under-
nourished and continues its general welfare work. A home-talent play gave
us $2,000.00 for our activities.

Kingston, Ont. The Under-privileged Child Committee collected and distributed
hundreds of pieces of clothing, furniture and other necessities. Funds are
available for a girl, who has been a cripple all her life and who needs special
treatment. The annual Kiwanis carnival made a total net profit of $2,300.00,
the largest single amount ever realized by the club.

Lake View, Chicago. An ultra-violet ray lamp was purchased to give treatments
to crippled children of the Jahns School. Orthopedic appliances were also
given to these children. The club held several entertainments for Jahns School.

Lawton, Okla. Over 15,000 pints of milk, and 288 pounds of graham crackers
were given to the children in the opportunity rooms of our ward schools.

Lenoir, N. C. Our orthopedic clinic was ready to assist those living within a 75
mile radius. The club helped furnish food to under-nourished school children.

Lewistown, Pa. There were 158 children whom the club helped remove physical
handicaps. A sum of $1,196.37 was added to the fund for under-privileged
child work for 1932.

Lexington, Ky. Two thousand lunches were served to the needy children of the
city and adjoining county. Clothing and other necessities were also purchased
for the children.

Lincoln Park, Chicago. About 150 children are given attention each month at
the Kiwanis free dispensary. Some 400 boys were examined before being sent
to summer camps. Glasses were purchased for a number of boys and girls and
several indigent parents were given assistance. All childrenwere taken tothe circus.

Little Rock, Ark. The club has a boys' camp on 80 acres purchased in 1929.
This year a mess-hall and kitchen, costing $2,000.00, was erected. The year
before, a $5,000.00 assembly hall was built. There were, during 1931, 88
orthopedic operations, 956 tonsillectomies, over 900 physical examinations, and
various other treatments for boys and girls.

Livingston, N. J. Nearly 600 children were examined at the_free dental clinic.
A home was found for a young adopted girl who was being mistreated by her
foster parents. Sent one child to a summer camp.

Lompoc, Calif. Members of the Under-privileged Child Committee serve on the
city welfare board. The club supplies food, clothing, glasses and shoes, and
assists one boy, who has tuberculosis.

Lubbock, Tex. Seventeen Kiwanians give personal services to under-privileged
children. Braces and crutches were purchased for a crippled child, who under-
went hospitalization, and 2 other children had tonsil operations.

Manassas, Va. Funds were given to the domestic science class, which served
2,400 hot mid-day meals to under-nourished children in the public schools.
A free clinic, in charge of 2 physicians and 2 nurses, is conducted weekly. One
tubercular girl was sent to a sanitarium for treatment.

Manchester, Ga. A check for $1,000.00 was presented to Gov. Franklin D.
Roosevelt of New York, to be used for the patients’ fund in the treatment of
infantile paralysis at Warm Springs, Ga. Children were sent to an eye specialist
for treatment and glasses were provided for them. Food and fruits were
distributed to 85 children.
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Manchester, N. H. Twenty children were sent to a farm for a 2 weeks outing.
A theatrical performance netted $921.50 for our under-privileged child work.

Medicine Hat, Alta. Furnished school books, glasses and milk to under-privileged
school children, and sent 53 boys and girls to a summer camp.

Melbourne, Fla. The annual Kiwanis clinic for all school children was held for
3 days. All under-nourished children are given free lunches.

Mexico, Mo. Kiwanis has purchased the third automobile for the social service

nurse.

Midland, Ont. Established a children’s dental clinic, provided 11,000 bottles of
milk for children during the winter months, and contributed towards a fund
for giving shoes and other necessities. One child was sent to a hospital in
Toronto for treatment.

Moberly, Mo. Placed a child with the Children’s Home Society in St. Louis, and
the club will be responsible for this boy's education. Two other children
were sent to a hospital for operations.

Mobile, Ala. The club donates $60.00 a month for the purchase of milk. A fund
of $1,200.00 is being used to build a combination solarium and school house for
inmates of the Kiwanis Childs' Unit at the Tuberculosis Sanitarium.

Montreal, P. Q. Placed a crippled child in the Children's Memorial Hospital.
Kiwanians are active workers in the various homes and institutions caring for
children. Net proceeds of $4,240.28 were received from our benefit hockey
match, which was attended by 14,000 people. Milk, codliver oil, clothing and
other necessities were supplied to institutions and needy children. Several
thousand boys and girls attended our picnics and other outings. The Kiwanis
Lodge at Lake Chapleau was officially opened in July. There is a 12 room
dormitory, which was constructed at a cost of over $3,000.00, and is a home
for mothers and babies while at the camp. One Kiwanian donated an artificial
respirator to the Children's Memorial Hospital. The Social Service Committee
was granted $200.00 to paint the building of the Girls’ Cottage Industrial
School, and $2,580.00 was allowed to carry on the general activities.

Muncie, Ind. Partial sight has been restored to a little girl who was blind.

Nanticoke, Pa. In January, the club had 110 active crippled children’s cases,
and over 200 inactive cases requiring occasional attention. Orthopedic ap-
pliances were purchased for these children, and clinical care was given every
one of them.

New Albany, Ind. Treatment is being given a girl with defective eyesight, and a
fund was available for the Salvation Army to feed hundreds of school children.

Newark, Ohio. Additional equipment has been secured for the under-privileged
child ward in the local hospital. The tubercular camp was open for 10 weeks,
and over $3,000.00 was received in a campaign for the operation of this camp.

New Liskeard, Ont. The second annual eye clinic was conducted early in the
year. All children needing general hospitalization were also given immediate
attention. Milk was provided under-nourished children. Proceeds from the
annual welfare carnival netted over $3,500.00 for our work. s

Newport News, Va. The crippled children's clinic treats about 20 patients each
month. Boys and girls from adjoining counties are also welcome at this clinic.
One child, who had attended 30 clinics, was dismissed this year as cured.

Newport, Wash. In the county 990 school children were examined and one-half
of them received treatment either for eye, ear, teeth, or tonsil trouble.

Norfolk, Va. In addition to the interest in the King's Daughters’ Clinic building,
which the club erected and equipped a few years ago at the cost of $25,000.00,
our main objectives were: the completion of improvements at the home for
Society for Prevention of Cruelty to Children, and the sponsoring of a bed in
the new Tuberculosis Hospital, at a cost of $1,500.00. A clinic provides care
for all needy children. Over 300 youngsters were taken on a picnic.

North Bend, Ore. The club now makes it possible to give medical attention to
any child whose parents are not financially able to pay for this service. Thirty-
two children from needy families underwent tonsil and adenoid operations.
The club had the school board to purchase milk for under-nourished children.

North Central, Seattle, Wash. All pre-school children were given health exam-
inations, and a special fund was used to supply milk for needy families.

Oceanside, Calif. Proper nourishment is provided for all children who need
h}tili:vci and each week free clinical examinations are available for unfortunate
children. -
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Oklahoma City, Okla. A special $3,000.00 activity fund was used for giving
medical and surgical assistance, and the supplying of milk and food for children.
It was found that 60 out of 375 pupils enrolled, had defective eyes or tonsils.
Also, out of this group, 50 children were underweight and poorly nourished.
Kiwanians had 500 orphans at a picnic.

Olympia, Wash. Purchased milk, shoes and clothing for children. Made it
possible for every child in Olympia, who needed food, to have a warm noon
lunch every day of the school year. General assistance was given to the
Children's Farm Home.

Orland, Calif. Furnished toxin anti-toxin serum for immunization of 300 grade
school children, who could not afford treatment. Under-nourished children
were also given aid.

Orlando, Fla. A trust fund of $10,000.00 was created for the maintenance of a
Kiwanis day nursery. A dental clinic was sponsored with a Kiwanian in charge
of the work. =

Ottawa, Ohio. The annual tonsil and health clinics opened in June, from which
no person is ever turned away because of financial inability. The clinic is
self-supporting even with the large volume of non-pay cases, since those who
can afford to pay are charged regular fees. Some 527 cases have been treated.

Owosso, Mich. One man was sent to Milwaukee for a plastic surgery operation.
He has under-gone 55 operations so far. Classes were furnished to one boy.

Paulsboro, N. J. Distributed over 6,000 bottles of milk. Fifty children were
given clothing and medical attention, and many destitute families were aided.

Penetanguishene, Ont. Sent several children to a hospital in Toronto, supplied
shoes and clothing toothers, and a street carnival gave us $1,000.00 for future work.

Petersburg, Va. There were 2,042 who attended our clinic, which gave all forms
of medical and surgical service. The Kiwanis nurse made over 1,000 visits to
homes of patients, and we furnished transportation to and from the clinic. Milk
and glasses were supplied, and there were vocational interviews and assistance
for many others.

Pikeville, Ky. Both white and colored children were given milk and wafers at a
cost of $125.00 a month. The club obtained an appropriation of $2,500.00 to
continue this work for all underweight children in Boldman, Martin and Virgie.
The money was donated by the Ultilities Elkhorn Coal Company. Entertain-
ment was provided for children at the county infirmary.

Pineyville, Ky. Fifty-four children were examined at our clinic, and 7 were sent to
Louisville for treatment. Children were given a picnic on the Fourth of July.

Pitman, N. J. A survey was made to find children needing eye and dental work.
Ten of the children underwent tonsillectomies. Milk was furnished to the
grade schools.

Pittsbur%, Kan. A blind girl was sent to a state school at Kansas City. The
club furnished free dental and surgical relief and supplied milk and light lunches
to under-nourished children.

Pittston, Pa. The dental clinic is open each Tuesday afternoon, and frequently
there are more than 100 demanding attention.

Ponca City, Okla. During 1931, there were 300 children examined at the clinic.
Doctors, who are Kiwanians, made no charge for their services which amounted
to over $6,000.00. Entertainment was provided for all orphans.

Port Arthur-Fort William, Ont. Glasses and clothing were provided, children
were sent to a summer camp, and $2,000.00 from our annual revue will be used
to continue the work.

Portland, Me. The club spent $1,437.85 to relieve suffering and unemployment
among needy families. One hundred and ten children were taken to a Salvation
Army summer camp.

Ports}x;nlguth, Ohio. Purchased over $1,800.00 worth of milk for under-nourished
children.

Pullman, Wash. Paid all expenses so that school children might have physical
examinations. A school nurse was hired by the club to work throughout the city.

Richmond Hill, N. Y. Physicians and dentists have been furnishing their services
to help during an infantile paralysis epidemic.

Richmond, Ind. Two hundred children found to be under-nourished were given
milk and wafers twice daily. The amount of $1,200.00 was spent on this work.
A child was sent to the Riley Memorial Hospital in Indianapolis for treatment.

Rocky Mount, N. C. A tuberculosis clinic is in operation and the club spends
about $1,000.00 on this activity.
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~ Roswell, N. M. dental clinic was started for all worthy children of school age

FE

and the club continués to Turnish thousands of bottles of milk for under-nourished
boys and girls.

Ruston, La. Seventy-two children received surgical and hospital service during
the first four months of the year.

St. Augustine, Fla. A fund of $2,000.00 was used to care for under-nourished
children. Each Kiwanian is responsible for personal service for some under-
privileged child. One member donated 1,700 pounds of beef to families of
under-privileged children, and others offered clothing and gave the children
automobile rides. Forty-three children went to a camp.

St. Joseph, Mo. Purchased laboratory equipment for the propagation of maggots,
which are used in the treatment of osteomyelitis. Orthopedic appliances were
given crippled children, and 20 boys were sent to a camp.

St. Lawrence, Montreal, P. Q. The Julius Richardson Hospital for Convalescent
Children was purchased bed linen, etc. Games and booths at a fair secured
$1,395.00 for our work. Clothing was purchased for poor children in a Jewish
institution.

St. Thomas, Ont. Established a dental clinic in the city schools and sponsored
our third annual crippled children’s clinic. Eight boys were sent to camp.

Salem, Mass. Furnished equipment for a 20 bed ward at a tuberculosis camp.
A shoe and clothing fund for school children is very beneficial. The club also
purchased glasses and orthopedic appliances.

Salem, Va. Over 1,000 visitors attended our horse show exhibiting 75 horses from
various parts of the state. The proceeds of $1,000.00 were used to secure all
forms of medical and dental treatment for children.

San Diego, Calif. The Children's Helping Hand Home is re-organized. Follow-up
work is done for all children in our crippled clinic. Poor children were provided
with clothing and given various entertainments. :

Sanford, Fla. A free dental clinic was provided for school children and the club
made it possible to serve free milk and lunches in the city schools for all under-
privileged children. All needy cases are given medical, surgical, or whatever
other help is necessary.

Santa Ana, Calif. Gave financial assistance to a tubercular children's camp,
and we purchased milk for the noon-day school lunches. A tubercular child
was sent to a hospital camp.

Schenectady, N. Y. One hundred under-nourished poor children were given care

| at the Kiwanis health farm. Milk and clothing were purchased, and *‘Sunny-
view," the club's rehabilitation home for crippled children, which was once the
chief objective, no longer needs financial or other aid and is now on its own.

Seattle, Wash. The Committee on Public Affairs, introduced into the state
legislature, a bill which would ask for dental clinics to be established in all
schools and that they be patterned after the Kiwanis clinic. The club provides
a bed in a children's orthopedic hospital, sends children to health camps, pro-
Vides entertainment and gives financial assistance to needy families.

Sedalia, Mo. Established a free dental clinic. Gave school books to under-
privileged children, and they are also provided with milk, clothing and shoes.
Purchased a wheel chair for a young lad.

Shenandoah, Pa. Sixty-five children were examined at the general clinic.

Sidney, Mont. A health program was sponsored in the schools and the county
nurse found children needing medical and dental attention. Hot lunches were
served to the under-nourished children in the schools.

South Bend, Ind. The club still engages a physical therapy nurse for the schools.
A sunshine room for crippled children has been established at one school.

South Boston, Va. Over 500 cases appeared at our orthopedic clinic. Some
children were sent to hospitals, others received physio-therapy treatments,
and many others accepted general orthopedic rehabilitation.

Springfield, Mass. Sent a boy to the Red Cross training school. Sixteen other
boys and girls went to summer camps.

Strathmoor, Detroit, Mich. One hundred mothers and their children were sent
to a Salvation Army camp for a 10 day outing. Milk, clothing, shoes, coal
and other things were provided for unfortunate children and their families.
Entertainments were arranged for all boys and girls.

Tacoma, Wash. The welfare orthopedic nurse makes a survey of every crippled
case reported, and during 1931, she and her assistants made 350 home calls.
A Kiwanis clinic is operated every Thursday afternoon at the Tacoma general
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hospital. Glasses, crutches, braces, shoes, cod liver oil, milk and general
hospital care are available for all deserving children.

Tahlequah, Okla. Through our free clinic approximately 3,000 children of the
county were immunized against diphtheria. Sent an Indian boy, afflicted
with tubercular bone trouble, to a children’s hospital in Oklahoma City.

Tarboro, N. C. Sent 30 needy children to various homes for school lunches.
Established a school book and milk fund for our children.

Terre Haute, Ind. The Kiwanis ward in the Union Hospital was completed at
the cost of $4,000.00. This ward is for crippled children. At a cost of about
$1,500.00, the 7th floor of this hospital was also equipped.

Toms River, N. J. Over 1,800 meals were served to children and many were
supplied with clothing.

Topeka, Kan. Distributed milk to all under-nourished children in the schools.
A gf{neral merchandise sale was put under way to secure funds for our welfare
work.

Toronto, Ohio. Opposed a county welfare bill, which was considered detrimental
to the children's charitable institutions. Milk was provided for school children.

University Circle, Cleveland, Ohio. Medical equipment was purchased for the
Rosemary Home Orphanage. Bed clothing, tents, benches, and playground
equipment were also purchased.

D Vallejo, Calif. Dental service, financial assistance, milk, shoes and clothing were

provided for all needy children.

Vancouver, Wash. At our dental clinic, rural as well as town school children were
given aid. The club purchased glasses and milk for children, and entertained
all those at the state school for the deaf.

Washington, D. C. The Orthopedic and Welfare Committee reported approxi-
mately 100 active cases being cared for during each month of the year. General
clinics are held constantly, and a graduate nurse is engaged for general service
to crippled children. Mothers and their children were sent to Camp Good
Will tor a vacation.

Waterbury, Conn. Due to the unemployment condition, our work for crippled
children has increased. We have several children in the hospital, others in a
convalescent home, and one was sent to a special outside institution for treat-
ment. Doctors report an improvement in every case. All this work costs from
$4,000.00 to $5,000.00 a year. A massage clinic was established late in the
year and 25 children were under our constant care during that time. One
child, found many months ago in a hopeless condition, has’ been restored to
normal health. Funds for crippled children's work were raised by securing
$3,000.00 in shares at $3.00 per share, with a guarantee of 100 per cent return
in satisfaction to the purchaser.

Wauchula, Fla. Our clinic gave assistance to sufferers from malaria, eye, ear,
nose and throat trouble, and other general disorders. Glasses were fitted and
ghehdiaéltal clinic cared for 51 children. Books and clothing were provided for

children.

Waynesburg, Pa. Seven hundred children were taken to the circus, and all
under-nourished youths were provided with milk.

Wellsville, Ohio. The Kiwanis nurse conducted a pre-school clinic for 75 children.
Others were taken to a mental hygiene clinic at Lisbon. Orthopedic aid was
secured for crippled children and physical examinations were given to all in
the first, third and fifth grades. About $300.00 was spent in relief work.

Westbrook, Me. Kiwanians operated a dental clinic and provided a free bed at
the Maine Hospital. About $1,000.00 worth of prot%ssional services were
secured for children, and youngsters were taken to a camp for a vacation.

West Palm Beach, Fla. Three clinics, medical, surgical, and dental, eye, ear,
nose and throat, are in constant operation. There are 2 paid dentists and also
5 nurses, who give full time. One nurse spends her time doing health work
in the county schools. Children in the Palm Beach schools won the highest
health honors and an award in the state, which was made possible because of
our clinics. The club holds an annual benefit show which secures them about
$25,000.00 each year to carry on the work. Stars of the stage and the screen
take part in this performance. All Kiwanians in the club are Big Brothers
to as many children as need attention and supervision.

West Park, Cleveland, Ohio. Purchased clothing, milk and food for poor children.
Operated a camp and secured medical treatment for a crippled boy. Orphans
were taken on a picnic.
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West Point, Miss. At a Kiwanis clinic, 75 whites and 11 colored children, all
under the age of 21, were examined. All received treatment and general
follow-up assistance. Several were sent to a hospital.

Willows, Calif. Milk and lunches were purchased for under-nourished children,
and 320 others of school and pre-school ages were given toxin anti-toxin treatment.

Winchester, Ky. Twenty-six crippled children were examined at our clinic. Of
115 examined at the clinic, 26 of them were from Winchester and Clark Counties.
Free lunches are provided for needy children. Our club has been carrying on
all this work since 1926.

Winsted, Conn. Homes were found for New York City children so that they
might have a two-weeks vacation in the country. These children were taken
from the New York Herald-Tribune fresh air camp.

Woodbury, N. J. A total of 244 tonsillectomies were performed during 1931.
Other general medical service, as well as shoes, clothing and milk, were provided
for school children.

Youngstown, Ohio. Kiwanians gave $1,200.00 to the Christ Mission Camp
where work is carried on for pre-tubercular children. General entertainments
are provided for the children at this camp.

The following clubs, while offering various forms of service to the under-privileg-
ed, were engaged in securing surgical treatment and hospital care for children,
organizing eye, ear, nose, throat, dental and orthopedic clinics, and purchasing
equipment for hospitals and schools for crippled and sub-normal children:

Health Centers, Children’s Hospitals, Day Nurseries and Camps

Altoona, Pa. Forty under-nourished boys were guests for six weeks at our health
farm. A theatrical performance gave us $1,500.00 for the operation of this
farm. The local Quota Club was given the farm for three weeks, rent ffee,
to entertain 25 under-nourished girls.

Ambler, Pa. Sent ten boys to a summer camp and assisted other individuals
who were crippled and had incipient tuberculosis.

Berwick, Pa. Twenty-two boys were given a vacation at a summer camp.

Bradenton, Fla. Sixty children were sent to camp, during which time they were
given corrective medical and dental treatment. A $1,400.00 fund was estab-
lished for carrying on this activity. Ten counsellors were in charge of the
work. School children, during the year, were provided with milk.

Brantford, Ont. Atourcamp 160 little girls, all deserving cases, were given a holiday.

Bristol, Tenn. The club made a donation to a day nursery, which cares for 25
babies. Sent a crippled girl to an orthopedic hospital for operation and treat-
ment. Funds were supplied to secure milk and text books for children.

Camden, N. J. Awarded a contract for a new roof on the Sheltering Arms Home.
The club now intends to build a wading pool. Several children were furnished
glasses, and we paid the transportation to Chicago for a boy left an orphan
but who found a home with relatives in the metropolis.

Canton, Ohio. Another new building has been built at the fresh air camp, where
expenditures during 1931 reached about $3,000.00. Sixty boys and girls were
taken to the camp, where all showed a gain in weight and increased health.
The 13th annual Hallowe'en party was successful with 4,000 present and prizes
for all winners. Milk and crackers were supplied all under-nourished children.

Flint, Mich. Fifty tubercular children attended our fresh air camp during the
summer. Our theater party gave 130 children a good time.

Grand Rapids, Mich. Sent 70 children to a summer camp.

Greenfield, Mass. Additional units have been built at the health camp where
91 boys and girls are sent each summer. Milk and medical attention is available
for all under-privileged children.

Greenville, Ohio. Sixty boys and girls were in attendance for six weeks at our
health camp.

Jersey City, N. J. A budget of $2,600.00 for camp work made it possible to have
a successful summer season. Personal counsel and advice, for under-privileged
children and other unfortunates, was one of the main objectives for the year.

Kalamazoo, Mich. There were 468 in attendance at our summer camp in 1931.
Paid physical instructors and medical attendants are in charge of all activities.

Kirkland Lake, Ont. A $4,000.00 fund was placed in trust for the purpose of
establishing a camp. General orthopedic and medical service were given
needy children. Three were sent to the Shriner's Hospital in Montreal.

Knoxville, Tenn. Seventy-four children have supervised recreation at a fresh
air camp and farm, and Kiwanians' provide vocational training, health instruc-
tion, and non-sectarian religious education. A dietician, nurse and recreational
director are constantly present.

Lakewood, Ohio. The Kiwanis Lodge entertained 154 children. Clothes were
collected for all poor families.

Lancaster, Pa. Our $25,000.00 camp, fully equipped, has been presented to the
city of Lancaster. It will be turned over for certain periods to all local organi-
zations. Our main objective is now Big Brother work.
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Lawrence, Mass. A fund of $1,400.00 was turned over for the Tuberculosis
League'’s happy health camp.

Manchester, Conn. With a gudgct of $1,100.00, eight weeks of camp life were
made possible for over 100 boys and girls.

Minneapolis, Minn. Each year, the club, at a cost of $500.00, builds an addi-
tional cottage at the Salvation Army Camp at Silver Lake, where 1,800 children
were taken for a two-weeks' vacation this year. Two hundred mothers were
also given a rest at the camp. Physicians in the Kiwanis Club gave medical
examinations and treatments to all who attended.

North Hudson, N. J. Youngsters were sent to a tuberculosis camp, and a donation
was made for a community nursing service for under-privileged children. Three
hundred orphans were taken to a movie. Assistance was given to several day
nurseries.

Peterborough, Ont. Our health camp entertained 250 children this season.
Over 10,000 meals were served, and all showed a gain in weight. General
medical service was available for all poor children.

Pittsburg, Calif. Installed playground equipment at the Sunshine Camp, one
of the chief objectives of the Martinez Kiwanis club., Milk and hot lunches
were supplied and children were given a Christmas party.

Pittsfield, Mass. A $2,500.00 recreation hall has been built at the health camp.
Healthy baby week was held during May and 718 children between the ages
of one and four years were examined. Local doctors were in charge of the
work and splendid cooperation was received from all hospitals, health organiza-
tions and the merchants. Milk was supplied all under-nourished children.

Portsmouth, Va. Over 200 children, given medical attention, were entertained
at our camp for the 6th annual season.

Quebec City, P. Q. Entertainment was provided for 180 children at the Kiwanis
Taschereau camp.

Quincy, Mass. The club has a fund of almost $5,000.00 which is used for pre-
tubercular and under-nourished children’s work. It is expected that a health
camp or health building will be erected.

Reading, Pa. At a cost of $3,500.00, a six-weeks camp period was made possible
for 250 under-privileged children.

St. Paul, Minn. A modernly equipped camp entertains over 400 children each
year at an operating cost of more than several thousand dollars. All children
are given thorough medical examination, and the camp is properly supervised
in every respect.

Sarasota, Fla. Over a year ago the club took an option on an 1l-acre camp site,
and with a total cost of about $6,000.00 this camp is to be fully equipped. A
milk fund is in operation for under-nourished children.

Sydney, N. S. Ninety boys and girls were given a month'’s vacation at our health
camp. All children showed a gain in weight.

Toronto, Ont. The club has purchased a permanent camp site. The cost of this
location and the equipment totaled $3,000.00. Several hundred boys, under
proper supervision, enjoyed camp life.

Yarmouth, N. S. The club has purchased some land and a permanent sunshine
camp has been opened with competent nurses in charge. Children are given
physical examinations, and necessary operations and treatment are provided
free of charge. Forty children enjoyed the Kiwanis camp hospitality this year.
All needy children in the city have medical advice and service without cost.

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DEVELOPMENT OF BETTER TOWN AND COUNTRY
RELATIONS

Kiwanis strives “To promote the spirit of mutual understanding between the
farmer and the city man by encouraging an appreciation of their common aims
and purposes.” The accomplishments in furthering the development of better
town and country relations, during 1931, shows varied activities of real value.
Kiwanis International has published a book, available to all clubs, on **Urban-Rural
Relations,” which fully outlines ways in which to bring the town and country groups
in closer contact. The results for the past year were as follows:

General

Abbeville, Ala. Kiwanians are getting farmers to plant cover crops in order to
reduce fertilizer bills. About 1,200 farmers and wives were present at a get-
together meeting in the interest of agriculture. A meeting was held in the
high school, and 28 boys entered a pure-bred Duroc-Jersey contest, and four
of them received awards.

Aberdeen, N. C. Presented $450.00 in medals and diplomas to farmers competing
in a master farmers' contest.

Aberdeen, S. D. The club pays cash prizes, in the interest of rural landscaping,
to all farmers planting and improving new groves.

Albert Lea, Minn. Entertainment is provided at community farm meetings, and
the club operated a rest camp during the county fair.

Algona, Iowa. Assisted the County Fair Association in selling tickets and helping
police the grounds.

Alva, Okla. A meeting was held with the State Poultry Federation.

Amsterdam, N. Y. Each Kiwanian was responsible for bringing one guest to
our Kiwanis-Farmer meeting. Farmers brought prizes from their farms and
each merchant a bit of merchandise, so that all present would receive gifts.
This is the 4th year the club has held such an annual meeting.

Arcadia, Fla. Kiwanians were responsible for the program of the farmers’ picnic
and barbecue.

Asbury Park, N. J. A county peach exhibit was sponsored by the club, and the
displays were open for visitors for two weeks.

Ashland, Ore. After considerable study, the club sponsored a bill for the legis-
lature to provide a State Department of Agriculture, thus placing under one
head all agricultural interests and abandoning various boards and commissions.
The club held a large town and country meeting.

Athens, Ga. A farming plan, encouraged by the State Agricultural College, is
sponsored by the club. Farmer guests attended our meetings.

Atlantic City, N. J. The club sponsored a contest between all the Atlantic
County Granges.

Augusta, Ga. The five-acre cotton and corn contest interested nearly 100 parti-
cipants this year. About $1,000.00 in prizes was awarded to winners. The
club is interested in establishing a curb market.

Bainbridge, Ga. Our main interests are to improve agricultural marketing, give
assistance to the 4-H club movement, and develop a better relationship with
the country people. A barbecue was attended by 400 farmers, and ten 4-H
club boys were sent to the agricultural college at Athens.

Baraboo, Wis. Encouraged the development of an agriculatural department in
the high school, held a farmers’ institute, developed 4-H calf projects and
brought farmers to a meeting to discuss their problems.

Barrie, Ont. Kiwanians were responsible for a number of rural meetings. Over
seven years ago the club was instrumental in having the government urge the
growing of better potatoes. This work still goes on and has been a great
benefit to the county.

Bartow, Fla. One of our main objectives is to get farmers to increase the cultivation
and marketing of vegetables and small fruits.

Bastrop, La. Kiwanians are sponsoring truck farming and are working for the
establishment of a demonstration farm.

Batesville, Ark. Though they were supposed to lose their positions, the county
agent and the home demonstrating agent were engaged for further service.
All state, district and county agricultural officials were our guests at one meeting.

Baxley, Ga. The club is promoting co-operative marketing for the tobacco crop.
We are trying to secure a plant pathologist, and co-operation was given to
secure free garden seed for farmers. A survey was made in the county to
ascertain the amount of food and feed stuffs produced.
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Bay City, Mich. Assisted in the first annual sugar beet jubilee, aimed to save
the beet industry for Michigan.

Bellefonte, Pa. On our urban-rural day each member invited a farmer to this
special meeting. ;

Belmont, N. C. Truck gardening was started for the young boys of our town
and county.

Bend, Ore. Free matinees for farmers and their families, which were ultimately
a financial benefit to merchants, were promoted by the club.

Bessemer, Ala. The club sponsored cotton week for the farmers in our territory.

Big Spring, Tex. A canning and sealing machine was purchased for the county
demonstration agent. Rural meetings with entertainments and supper were
held during the year.

Blairsville, Pa. Our efforts are directed to increase the growing and marketing of
potatoes as a side line to the dairy interests. The club sponsored a calf club
among boys, and does other 4-H club work.

Bloomsburg, Pa. Four hundred guests attended our 7th annual farmer and
business-men's meeting.

Bluefield, W. Va. A good-will and better acquaintance tour was made by our
local business-men throughout the Greenbrier Valley section. The third annual
farmers’ week and extension school for the instruction of rural people in South-
west Virginia, was held in January.

Boonville, Mo. The committee on agriculture purchased $200.00 worth of tested
eggs for county farmers in the development of a better poultry project.

Bozeman, Mont. Kiwanians have directed their efforts in having farmers get
more agricultural news over the radio. All 4-H delegates to a state convention
were entertained.

Brookhaven, Miss. The club is emphasizing the values of diversified farming, and
a series of good fellowship luncheons were held throughout the country districts.

Brookville, Ind. A reception booth was built for the Farm Bureau and 4-H club
Fair. Free water was secured for farmers during the drought period, and the
club continues active in promoting general 4-H club work.

Cairo, Ill. Our club secured and sponsored the state poultry show. Twenty-two
memberships were obtained in the State Poultry Association, and a farmers’
night meeting was a success.

Caldwell, Idaho. Many rural meetings during the winter months developed a
closer relation between the town and the country people. Kiwanis continues
its 4-H club work.

Calgary, Alta. We entertained all the delegates attending the convention of the
United Farmers of Alberta. Prizes were donated to all winners in the Kiwanis
good farm-home contest.

Canon City, Colo. The releasing of water for irrigation purposes in our valley
was a great benefit to many farmers. Our annual farmer-merchant day was
successful.

Carbon Hill, Ala. Assisted in the organization of a Truck-Growers' Association
and induced farmers to increase strawberry acreage. Other endeavors were to
establish a milk route and a chicken sales day. Soil improvement is also one
of our activities.

Casper, Wyo. A silver trophy was given to the Wyoming Poultry Association as
a prize for the best exhibit.

Casselton, N.D. All county contests, in which more than 2,000 people participated,
were responsibilities of the Kiwanis club. A corn and lamb show, county play
day, 4-H club work, county seed meeting and a lamb feeders’' convention,
were other activities.

Chase City, Va. Our efforts are directed toward practical plans for the diversifica-
tion of crops other than cotton and tobacco.

Chattanooga, Tenn. The 9th annual Kiwanis-Farmer Institute, attended by
3,000 farmers and more than 500 women, was held in August. A successful
bill was introduced and passed in the legislature whereby funds, not to exceed
$2,000.00 per year, were appropriated for conducting this institute, which has
now become too large for a civic organization to maintain. We also sponsored
a 4-H club fair and rally with over 300 bays entering exhibits. An agreement and
contract were secured between the milk producers and distributors in this section.

Chippewa Falls, Wis. Friendly visits, for the inspection of farms, were made
throughout the county.
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Clanton, Ala. Seventy farmers were taken to Auburn to visit the experimental
station. A farmer-merchant meeting was held to promote good-will and to
open a discussion for the organization of a shipping point for strawberries.

Clarksburg, W. Va. Joined with the farmers in a county picnic, and assisted in
securing funds for a farm community organization.

Clatskanie, Ore. Kiwanians are urging the development of dairying. A number
of 4-H club members were sent to summer school, and the committee on agri-
culture directed an exhibit at the county fair. This exhibit won third place.
Material is now being secured for a county historical pamphlet.

Clermont, Fla. A 25-car motorcade was arranged so that fruit culture and general
farming could be studied. Efforts were made to secure a scholarship for a
young 4-H club woman.

Cleveland, Tenn. Our work was to secure an appropriation from the county
court for the club and home demonstration agents.

Columbia, Miss. A geological survey of the soils of Marion County was sponsored
by Kiwanians.

Commerce, Ga. Assisted in helping employ an agricultural agent, sponsored a
?ount:y fair and purchased and distributed hairy vetch and Austrian peas to
armers.

Cornelia, Ga. So that apple growers of North Georgia might secure help, the
club’s main effort is to secure the services of an entomologist.

Coshocton, Ohio. Fifty farmers attended a meeting in the interest of developing
good roads throughout the country sections.

Covington, Ga. Diversified farming is our chief message to farmers. Kiwanians
purchased seed and fertilizer for our boys' club work. The club sponsored a
cattle show.

Covington, Ohio. A community institute and a special farmers’ night were our
two agricultural activities in 1931

Cuero, Tex. At one meeting business-men and farmers gathered to discuss the
question of cotton acreage reduction. At all rural community meetings, social
occasions were followed by talks on co-operation between the town and rural
groups.

Dade Ci'}cay, Fla. Acquainted the strawberry growers with the auction system of
marketing. Our efforts are to secure a larger acreage for berries.

Darlington, S. C. Seven hundred tobacco growers were invited to sell at our
market. Our main interests are to develop a curb market for farm products,
and to encourage farmers in dairying and live-stock raising. Pig and chicken
clubs are also in operation.

Dawson, Ga. The club is responsible for obtaining a county agricultural agent.
Every effort is directed toward securing a diversified farming program, and a
survey has been made of all farm products.

Decatur, Ala. A visit was made to the experimental station so that farmers could
hear instructive lectures on the value of scientific farming. Rural get-together
meetings were held during the summer.

Delaware, Ohio. A good-will tour was made in the western part of the county,
and farmers were present at our agricultural meetings.

Demopolis, Ala. A hay grading experiment was conducted for our farm friends,
and all boys and girls, who desired, were allowed to enter our calf club contest.

Dothan, Ala. Rural visits were made twice each month during the year, and a
farmers' institute was held in June. Kiwanians are interested in 4-H club
work with 200 members enlisted. The organization of a strawberry association
is also one of the objectives of the club.

Eatonton, Ga. By subscribing $1,000.00 to a credit corporation to match $2,000.00
worth of stock which was purchased by W. F. Leverette, farmers and dairymen
of the county were entitled to a loan of $15,000.00.

Edmonton, Alta. Our club sent 335 magazines to farm families.

Elberton, Ga. After making an agricultural study, the club began to urge diver-
sified farming and an increase in live-stock and hog raising. The club purchased
a car-load of hogs, financed the sale through a local bank, and distributed the
hogs among the farmers.

El Dorado, Ark. Two years ago, the club loaned money for the development of a
peach orchard with about 1,900 trees. This year the club sold the entire crop
of peaches. After some discussion, the county agent was retained, and we sent
one young lady to the Union City fair.
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Elgin, Tex. Sponsored a canning demonstration with over 500 cans of home-grown
vegetables put up within a few months. The raising of cantaloupes, with a
cash buyer assured, was also the work of the club.

Elkin, N. C. Our main objective was to get farmers in this section to raise poultry.

El Reno, Okla. Encouraged the development of an organization which would
protect both the milk distributors and dairymen of this vicinity.

Elwood, Ind. There were over 100 entries in. cur horse show. A Hallowe'en
exhibit and parade was very successful, and one 4-H club boy was sent to
Lafayette to a leadership conference. Farmers and their wives attended one
of our ladies’ nights.

Enderlin, N. D. Over 150 farmers' wives attended one of our luncheons. A
corn show was held in October.

Enfield, N. C. Thirty business-men joined with Kiwanians in attending meetings
held in the surrounding country community. These meetings aided in having
more tobacco sold from our market.

Everett, Wash. An agricultural conference, in charge of a state specialist, was
held for over 150 farmers. The 4-H club winners were presented medals in an
achievement contest. Kiwanians were in charge of programs at various Grange
meetings.

Fayette, Mo. A campaign for better sheep breeding and raising was one of the
chief activities of the club. A barbecue was held for all the farmers.

Florence, Ala. Two prizes, amounting to $100.00, were awarded farmers in the
county growing the largest yields of cotton on 5-acre tracts. Kiwanians actively
assisted in arranging for the county fair. A farmers’ day meeting brought all
our rural friends in contact with Kiwanis and the other service organizations.

Forest City, N. C. A poultry school was held for 5 days. A picnic and a farmers’
luncheon increased the friendly relations between the town and rural groups.

Fulton, Ill. Nearly 600 attended our farmer and business-men's banquets.

Gainesville, Ga. Through Kiwanis efforts a farm demonstrator has been secured
for the county.

Galt, Ont. Held a plowing match, a big community supper and supplied a judge
for a farmers' club debate.

Great Falls, Mont. Arranged for musical programs in 4 rural towns to boost the
county fair. A Kiwanis-Farmer luncheon was well attended, and we enter-
tained 225 members of the 4-H clubs.

Greenfield, Ind. An effort was made to secure farm credit through the federal
government for Hancock county. A corn-husking contest attracted over 1,000
people. We urged the bringing of an agricultural short course to our city,
and encouraged all the activities of the 4-H clubs.

Gulfport, Miss. The club sponsored a strawberry project for this locality and
the first car-load of berries left for market in April. Forestry and rural elec-
trification were discussed at our farm meeting.

Hankinson, N. D. Over 300 families, totaling 1,600 people, attended our Kiwanis-
garmcrs' picnic. We also entertained farmers and officials of the Co-operative

reamery.

Hanna, Altg. The club conducted a standing grain and bin test for farmers. A
competition seed grain contest was held for farm boys. Our annual farmers’
night was well attended.

Hartwell, Ga. Urged the planting of winter cover crops and started a survey to
find what grain is grown in Hart county. The club was active in 4-H club
work and was interested in the organization of a farmers’ credit corporation.

Hattiesburg, Miss. The club is interested in obtaining a municipal owned abattoir,
where home-grown meats may be stored for the immediate trade territory. This
is in the interest of creating a market for home-grown meats.

Henrietta, Tex. Assisted farmers in securing loans from the government.

Hiawatha, Kan. The raising of soy beans is being encouraged. Over 100 farmers
attended our good-will meeting, and Kiwanians met with farmers in the rural
communities.

Hogansville, Ga. Meetings were held to provide cotton seed and fertilizer, and to
encourage the planting of strawberries. Live-stock and poultry judging teams
entered a state meet at Atlanta. At the high school a unit of the Future Farmers
of America was organized, and 50 farmers’ wives were given a luncheon and
entertainment.

Hope, Ark. Assisted in staging a field day at the Fruit and Truck Experimental
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Station, conducted by the University of Arkansas. There were 5,000 farmers
present on the first day. On the second day 2,000 colored folks attended.
Scientific hog raising was introduced into our county, and 250 boys of the 4-H
clubs were given pumpkin seeds.

Huntsville, Ala. Through our efforts the State Department of Agriculture furnish-
ed men to visit all rural communities to interest farmers in planting longer staple
cotton. One farmers’ meeting was held at the district agricultura% station.

Huron, S. D. Seven town and country meetings were held during the year. Our
chief objective was to promote activities for the welfare of this community
which had been affected by crop damage.

Irvine-Ravenna, Ky. After experimentation, Kiwanians are urging fruit growing
in this section. The Club Committee on Agriculture is in charge of a Farmers’
Loan Committee, the purpose of which is to pass on applications of farmers
for federal loans. All our town and rural friends attended a Fourth of July
celebration. A play was given in both Irvine and Ravenna with a Kiwanis cast.

Jamestown, N. Y. An agricultural tour was made of the entire county, and we
organized a 4-H calf club.

Jamestown, N. D. The agricultural agent has reported that the aid given farmers
through the agricultural committee has saved the farmers of the county $100,-
000.00 in the past two years. The club held programs in several small rural towns.

Jasper, Ala. Over 100 farmers signed a pledge to plant an acre or more of straw-
berries. The agricultural committee is also urging the planting of long staple
cotton and soil building cover crops. We entertained 125 members of the
4-H clubs.

Jefferson City, Mo. Kiwanians are interested in encouraging various sports and
games in the farming communities, and all members attended the annual
dairy picnic.

Jesup, Ga. The club is engaged in advocating an agricultural extension plan,
increased cattle raising, 4-H pig club activities and a progressive farm program
throughout the year.

Johnson City, Tenn. Retained the county agricultural agent for another year,
made an appropriation for a 4-H club encampment for 200 boys and girls, and
over 200 Kiwanians and their wives attended an inter—ity gathering with
Jonesboro, to which farmers of the county were invited.

Kent, Ohio. A meeting was held for all the farmers and all the business-men of
our territory. The time was given over to discussions of the problems of the
farmers and the merchants.

Kingsport, Tenn. A project is under way to increase the breeding of high-grade
stock. Certified seed corn was distributed to 4-H club boys, and later these
youths had a supply of seed to sell to farmers in this locality. One-hundred
youths were given booklets regarding the scienfitic raising and testing of corn.
One boy harvested 100 bushels with 25 pounds to the acre. Medals were
awarded to all the winners and prizes were exhibited at the county fair.

Knightstown, Ind. The club sponsored a farmers' short course and a county
corn and potato show. There were 224 entries of high-grade corn and 38
more in the potato contest. In the ladies’ department there were 168 entries.
The 4-H club boys and girls also competed. There was an attendance of over
3,000, and a good-will banquet ended the events of the 4 days. Boys entered
in the pig and corn contests. Their fathers were our guests at a meeting.

Lancaster, Calif. In the interest of diversified farming, an educational institute
was held in March. The club promoted an alfalfa festival, and assisted in
sending 4-H club members to a Davis Agricultural College demonstration.
Farmers were invited to attend our meetings.

Lancaster, Wis. Eight-hundred attended our farm demonstration and picnic.

Lawrence, Kan. There were 400 present at our home products meeting and dinner
was served with these foods. Assistance was given for a state-wide farm prod-
ucts utilization meeting, and Kiwanians assisted in entertaining 50,000 visitors.

Live Oak, Fla. Help was given to farmers in financing their 1932 tobacco crop.
Farmers attended our meetings and a picnic was held in a rural community.
Assistance was given in encouraging the state fair activities.

Longview, Wash. The club is interested in the problems of the farmers and the
dairymen of this vicinity, and members are actively co-operating with the
various Grange organizations. The Kiwanis boys' band gave its services at
the time the Pomona Grange opened its new market.
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Louisville, Ga. During August, September and October, study was given the
problems of our farmers. Mass meetings were held for all the rural people to
encourage closer co-operation. We are interested in advertising the agricultural
possibilities of the state.

Lumberton, N. C. Cream shipping stations have been established, which means
the beginning of an entirely new phase of cattle raising and farming in this
section. The club is seeking to get a home demonstration agent.

Lyons, Ga. Stock was sold to farmers in the Intermediate Bank, which will
enable them to borrow money for financing their annual crops. A pig club
was organized for boys, and farm programs were put on in various rural schools.

Macon, Ga. Investigated curb markets and completed plans for an indoor market
so the farmers could sell their produce. One boy was loaned $125.00 so that
he could attend the agricultural college at Athens.

Marietta, Ga. Built 9 bulletin boards and placed them in various parts of the
county. These are to be used to list all articles which farmers may desire to
trade or sell. Farmers are asked to bring their products into town where
wholesalers and other consumers may buy or trade. Prizes were awarded
boys raising the best hogs, and all 4-H club girls were taken to Athens College
for a week’s training. Kiwanis day was celebrated during the county fair.

Marlinton, W. Va. Assistance was given the county agent in selling $1,600.00
worth of certified seed. The club encourages 4-H club work, and visits through-
out the rural communities. :

McCook, Neb. Played night baseball with farmers, and Kiwanians attended a
big farm picnic. Entertainment was provided for farm groups, and we assisted
in preparing an exhibit for the state fair.

Midland, Ont. The club is urging the development of a co-operative canning
factory, and distributed seed potatoes to school children.

Miles City, Mont. A flower show was held at the Eastern Montana fair, for
which the club built a log cabin. Two farm dances were held with 800 farmers
and their families attending. The 4-H club leaders were entertained at one
of our meetings.

Milledgeville, Ga. Each month a thousand circulars were distributed, showing
what to plant during the current month. Kiwanians are interested in the
development of a producers’ market, co-operate with the county agent in boys'
club work, sought to retain the services of the county agent, and constantly
maintained a good relationship between the farm and town people.

Moline, Ill. The annual Kiwanis farm party was attended by over 1,000 farmers
and business-men. Farm meetings were held in near-by rural communities
during the year.

Montgomery, Ala. We are sponsoring a soil building program and have as a goal
the planting of 75,000 pounds of winter cover crop. Our 4-H club work receives
constant attention, and the friendship between the city and rural groups has
become of mutual benefit to both our urban and rural groups.

Mt. Gilead, Ohio. Good-will trips were made to all the small towns in the county,
and our farm-town meeting was well attended.

New Kensington, Pa. Over 200 were present at a corn roast, and 100 farmers and
their families were present at the annual farmers’ night banquet.

Newnan, Ga. A truckers’ association, with a membership of 40 farmers, is now
under way, and assistance was given the farm agent to have the county placed
on the eligible list for securing federal farm loans.

Newport News, Va. The Club Committee on Agriculture sought to have all hotels
and restaurants indicate on their menus those items which were raised in the
local vicinity.

North Wilkesboro, N. C. A better farming contest has made substantial progress.
The contest was urged for increased production in feed crops with the greatest
cash return and for the improvement in rural conditions and home conveniences.
Prizes were offered, such as a Jersey heifer, a plow, and a cross-cut saw. More
than 400 farmers attended our luncheon held at a manufacturing plant.

Oglethorpe, Ga. Co-operated with a railroad for holding a chicken sale so the
farmers could secure ready sales and the best prices.

Oxford, Miss. One luncheon each month during the summer was held in the
country district. This practice has been going on for 2 years. Boys from the
rural districts are entertained at our meetings.

Paintsville, Ky. To encourage tobacco raising, farmers in the county were
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furnished with seeds. Kiwanians helped the county agent to introduce the use
of a limited amount of lime for soil building.

Paris, Ark. The club is advocating greater rotation and diversification in farm
products in an effort to make all farmers more independent. Aided in filing
applications for federal loans, -and assisted in bringing better live-stock into
this locality.

Parsons, Kan. Sponsored a better farm home and garden contest, which was
of great interest to our rural friends.

Philippi, W. Va. We had over 1,000 people at our International Harvester show.
Rural meetings were held during the summer, assistance was given for boys'
club work, and our co-operation was offered to make an agricultural and farming
implement exhibit a success.

Pineville, Ky. A meeting was held to discuss 1932 farm programs. The year's
work was outlined, and more small fruits, improved gardens, increased chicken
raising, and over 500 boys and girls enrolled in general agricultural work, were
the results. Plans were started for the county's first farm and home exhibit,
which was held in October. There were over 500 exhibits, and 90 people won
200 ribbons. There was $500.00 offered to local merchants for the building
of a permanent fair building.

Polson, Mont. Secured locations for newcomers wishing to raise sugar beets,
encouraged 4-H club work, awarded achievement pins, and sought to secure a
daily mail delivery, a new power line and better roads.

Racine, Wis. A picnic was attended by over 2,000 farmers, and 150 of our rural
friends were guests at an annual banquet. Presented blankets to the winners
in the 4-H calf club contest.

Reidsville, N. C. Meetings were held to encourage the building of a better tobacco
market, which the farmers of this vicinity are anxious to have improved.
Reynoldsville, Pa. Fifty-five farmers were taken to the state college of agri-
culture, and we assisted a hardware company in entertaining 140 farmers and

their wives.

Rice Lake, Wis. Our efforts made possible a farmers' institute which over 1,000
attended. Sought to retain the county agent.

Richmond, Mo. Through our work, the United States Department of Agri-
culture, Bureau of Animal Industry, has declared that Ray county is a modified
accredited area for tuberculosis. Two years ago the club signed up 70 per cent
of the farmers so that dairy and breeding cattle could be tested.

Riverdale, Toronto, Ont. Prizes were awarded in a plowing contest, over 200
attended our Hallowe'en party, and in August we held a special farmers’ meeting.

Roanoke Rapids, N. C. A curb market was placed in operation, and it promises
to be an excellent thing for both city and country folks.

Rochester, Ind. For the second successive year, a seed corn tester, now self-
supporting, was put into operation.

Roseburg, Ore. Kiwanis sponsored the annual Grange picnic with over 800
present, and meetings were held at the various Granges during the year.

St. Petersburg, Fla. A farm program was developed to instruct in the scientific
knowledge of growing vegetables, and the kind of farming necessary because
of the kind of soil and climate in this locality.

St. Thomas, Ont. Sponsored a potato club, and attended two banquets with
over 500 farmers and guests present. One occasion was held as a return
courtesy for the farmers’ banquet.

Sanford, Fla. Encouragement is given to the agricultural club in the high schoal,
and Kiwanians presented a trophy cup for an agricultural contest. All farm
organizations are being given help so that transportation and marketing diffi-
culties can be bettered. Assistance was given the chamber of commerce so that
Seminole county could be well represented at a fair, and we helped to entertain
150 farmers from Indiana, who were being shown the farm sections and the
business center of our city.

Selma, Ala. Anannualinspection tour of all farms of the county was made in August.

Selma, N. C. An auction sale, with 7 registered Jersey bulls, 4 calves and one cow,
was put on to encourage farmers to improve their live-stock. A live-at-home
program was also sponsored.

Shawnee, Okla. One thousand farmers attended a community meeting. Five
pigs were purchased for boys interested in 4-H work, and a number of other
youths were offered pure-bred stock.
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State College, Pa. Two thousand attended our picnic, and prizes were awarded
to winners in a poultry contest.

Tahlequah, Okla. A report was made on a survey of Cherokee county, and it
was recommended that a state demonstration station be organized for the
northeastern section of Oklahoma, which can be made into a fruit growing
region. One meeting was held in the country at a farmers' fair.

Vienna, Ill. The club sponsored a seed corn contest and a dairy cow show.
Kiwanians were hosts to prominent farmers and business-men of this vicinity.

Warrenton, N, C. The clug encouraged the shipping of a car-load of poultry,
which was the first time that the county had ever tried such an experiment.
At a farm meeting, speakers discussed general farm problems, the over-produc-
tion of cotton and tobacco, and the value of a co-operative agricultural move-
ment. Prizes were offered for the biggest corn yield per acre.

Wellington, Tex. The club was instrumental in getting a short course for farmers
in our territory.

West Monroe, La. Arranged for the promotion of a better garden movement.
The home demonstration agent was furnished a garden plot and equipment
for canning. In this way people became interested in home-canned products.
A canning club was started and by August there were over 30,000 individual
cans of vegetables, etc. Sponsored a curb market, and Kiwanians attended a
farm picnic.

Williamston, N. C. We were successful in having located in our county a dairy
and cattle ranch, which meant an expenditure of many thousands of dollars.

Winder, Ga. A movement was started to get improved cotton seed in the county.
A special gin was secured and used for ginning staple cotton. Ninety boys
were interested in vocational agriculture, and 50 acres were planted in water-
melons for commercial growth and sale.

Winfield, Ala. The club is active in securing a sufficient amount of food stuffs
raised by farmers in this section, and is also instrumental in getting proper
fertilization plans under way. Farmers were encouraged to have at least 10
acres of pasture land. A county-wide meeting was held to encourage straw-
berry raising and to form an organization to care for co-operative shipping and
marketing. It is hoped that farmers will not be entirely dependent upon cotton
for a money crop, and that each one will have at least 4 cows, 2 horses, 100
chickens, 10 to 15 head of sheep and some pigs. Youths were interested in hog
raising and it was arranged that they could borrow money from the banks for
their activity. All farmers are aslo urged to plant various kinds of winter
cover crops.

Bowbells, N. D. A poultry show with city and rural participants, 4-H club work,
and an interest in general agricultural work were our activities for 1931.
Bremen, Ind. Our exhibit consisted of displays of farm and garden products and

kitchen and sewing achievements. Fifteen boys were enrolled in a potato club.

Carmi, Ill. Kiwanians were responsible for all the details for a corn show held
in November.

Dallas, Ga. We were responsible for sponsoring the annual county fair.

Douglas, Ariz. Assisted in raising funds for the county fair, established a farmers’
market and held an agricultural program for our farm friends.

Duncan, Okla. Sponsored the state dairy show and distributed 3 car-loads of
phosphates in the county. Due to our activities several national and inter-
national 4-H club winners have been found in our territory. :

Elizabethtown, Ky. The county agricultural and school fair had 12 various de-
partments with 1,123 entries. This is an annual activity and accomplishes
much in urban-rural relations work.

Elma, Wash. Kiwanians helped to raise funds, advertised and prepared a premium
list for the 4-H club and Grange fair. Four-H club members were sent to a
stock show at Portland and rural community meetings were held during the year.

Fairmont, W. Va. A corn and apple show for the county was our responsibility.

Glenwood, Minn. We sought to have each township in the county represented at the
fall fair. The club endorsed all the 4-H club projects for our farm boys and girls.

Gresham, Ore. Kiwanians served on the fair board and various committees and
others helped sell tickets during the county fair. Held a farmers' night, and
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engraved plaques were presented to the winners in cauliflower culture and for
the best raspberry and strawberry fields. We entertained 4-H club members
and all Grangers.

Hillsdale, Mich. The agricultural department in the high school was assisted
in preparing a grain and potato show. There were over 75 exhibitors and
nearly 350 exhibits. Prizes were awarded to all winners.

Independence, Mo. The club sponsored a county-wide 4-H club fair which was
a decided success.

Irwin, Pa. A fruit and vegetable exhibit was so successful that the club is interested
in developing an agricultural home products exhibit. One hundred farmers
attended one of our meetings.

Jackson, Minn. Assisted in the entertainment at the county fair and gave the
county agent help for conducting a farm institute.

Lubbock, Tex. A financial donation was made for holding the annual meat show
and we awarded prizes to 4-H club winners in this exhibit.

Manassas, Va. Co-operated with Piedmont, Va., for the first annual dairy
festival. The parade, exhibits and pageantry were all very successful.

Marengo, 11l. Planned the annual farm products show. Sponsored a successful
4-H county achievement day and worked for a better relationship between
the farm and country groups.

Montesano, Wash. Assisted 4-H clubs in a harvest fair and sent one young lady
as a 4-H delegate to the national convention in Washington, D. C. A good-
will trip was made to one Grange where we furnished 2 debaters and the Kiwanis
orchestra.

Oakland City, Ind. A farmers' fair and institute was successful and young
delegates were sent to a 4-H club round-up at Purdue.

Orland, Calif. Three counties entertained the girl candidates in a queen contest
which we sponsored for the county fair. An all-service club night was also
held during the fair. Fifteen hundred people attended an occasion when
Kiwanians challenged the American Legion to see who could catch the greatest
number of turkeys. The Legion won.

Ozark, Ala. Sponsored a peanut pork convention and 650 people attended the
barbecue. The object was to increase the raising, selling and packing of peanut pork.

Picton, Ont. A junior fair was a great success with 234 exhibits.

Rockport, Ind. A live-stock show and a picnic were sponsored for 4-H club members.

Roswell, N. M. Through our efforts a county exhibit was secured for the New
Mexico state fair. Helped to send 4-H club girls on a trip to Washington, D. C.

Sandpoint, Idaho. Assisted in the county fair and live-stock show and helped
serve 2,500 meals to farmer visitors. Entertained farmers at field day exercises
and all Kiwanians attended the annual dinner given for us by farmers in this
vicinity.

San Marcos, Tex. We gave full support to all 4-H club work and held a fair for
the boys and girls. A number oF hogs were sold and markets tagged the meat;
our local newspaper asked that housewives request 4-H club pork. Prizes
were awarded to all our 4-H club winners.

Sidney, Mont. The club has completed its 5th year of presenting the Kiwanis
community plays, which are given for the benefit of the exhibits and booths
at the county fair. A total of 2,065 paid admission with receipts of $650.00.
The main objective of the club for 1931 was to give aid to boys' club work,
and winners were sent to Bozeman. Active urban-rural relations work is
going on constantly and members are eager to assist farmers inevery possible way.

Williamston, Mich. ~Sponsored the agricultural and home economics county fair.
Made visits to various Granges and lent our aid for a general agricultural

program.

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Vocational guidance was added during the convention year of 1925-26 by Kiwanis
as an International Objective. Listed here are a few of the undertakings for 1931:

All-Chicago Clubs, Chicago. All senior boys of the metropolitan high schools
attended a vocational guidance conference. Each graduating student has
previously selected his vocational interest, and in the conference took part in
whatever business or profession was of interest to him. Leaders in Chicago
acted as the lecturers for these various group conferences.

Allentown, Pa. The Club Committee on Vocational Guidance has worked with
several hundred boys of the high school.

Alva, Okla. Each Kiwanian is responsible for some high school boy who is interested
in his vocation.

Amsterdam, N. Y. The club found summer vacation jobs for school students.

Anderson, S. C. Talks were given to 415 graduate boys and girls in the grade
schools so that these pupils would continue their high school education. Books
on vocational subjects were placed in the library and students have the oppor-
tunity of hearing lectures on various vocations and professions.

Ashland, Ky. Each member of our Key Club has a Kiwanis adviser for vocational
guidance and placement work.

Astoria, Ore. Through our efforts the public schools have adopted a comprehensive
course on vocational guidance:

Berkeley, Calif. A series of occupational and informational pamphlets were com-
piled for the vocational departments in the public schools. These bulletins
discussed the interesting and profitable vocations in this territory.

Bloomfield, Mo. A vocational agricultural course was started in the schools.

Boonville, Mo. Over 500 high school students and as many parents were inter-
viewed in order to prepare a survey and report on the various trades, vocations
and professions which are of interest to our young people. A nationally known
counselor gave lectures, and Kiwanians addressed school groups on the various
business and professional enterprises.

Boston, Mass. In collaboration with the New England Vocational Guidance
Association a series of radio broadcasts were given over station WEEI.

Bristol, Tenn. Under our supervision, 350 boys visited all the industrial plants,
public utilities and business institutions. The club has offered assistance and
advice to all students interested in various business and professional occupations

Brunswick, Ga. Twenty-two speakers, all of them successful men in the com-
munity, spoke to students. Later a questionnaire was prepared so that assist-
ance could be given these students in selecting their life vocations. We inter-
viewed 231 seniors and others.

Casper, Wyo. The Committee on Vocational Guidance arranged with high school
authorities so that students could receive group and individual information
regarding their prospective vocations.

Champaign, Ill. %istributed occupational pamphlets, secured part-time work
for high school students and provided vocational talks on agriculture, aviation
and religion.

Chehalis, Wash. Two used automobiles were donated to the State Training
School for Boys for their automobile shop. Rolling libraries, the books being
distributed by automobiles, were made available to high schools in Chehalis
and Centralia.

Clifton, N. J. A booklet is to be prepared for giving vocational advice and counsel
to our high school graduates.

Coeburn, Va. Kiwanians gave career lectures for students of the graduating
classes, and helped to establish a manual arts course and a commercial course
in the high school. The club helped to furnish tools and supplies.

Concordia, Kan. An eight-page booklet on vocational guidance was distributed
to high school graduates. Speakers appeared before the high school assembly
during the year to discuss the various vocations. .

Concord, N. H. The Committee on Vocational Guidance secured part or full
time positions for high school graduating students.

Dewey, Okla. Prominent business men gave vocational talks and assisted in
advising boys in choosing their business or professional careers.

East Aurora, N. Y. A vocational guidance chart has been published and distributed
to high school students.

East Cleveland, Ohio. A system called *'The Experimental Plan’ was introduced
by Kiwanis into the schools. The plan is that each Saturday morning a boy
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meets with some business or professional man who explains his vocation and
takes the youth out to lunch. Both of them then prepare a questionnaire
which is given to our guidance committee. Later, the boys, after a series of
such interviews, write essays. Three trophy cups were awarded to the winners.

East St. Louis, I1l. Over 2,500 students have attended our vocational lectures
on law, education, medicine, engineering and the other professions. All stu-
dents can avail themselves of interviews.

Elma, Wash. High school students have been assigned to Kiwanians, who are
to act as counselors and advisers. A vocational essay contest on **What Voca-
tion [ Intend to Follow and Why'" was held in April.

Elmira, N. Y. A shelf of books on vocational guidance and placement has been
arranged in the public library. New books are to be constantly added.

Englewood, Chicago. A vocational conference was arranged for the junior stu-
dents of 5 high schools in our district. Kiwanians acted as speakers and advisers.

Great Falls, Mont. Weekly radio broadcasts on vocational subjects was the work
of our committee. A vocational program was held at the high school for
students and their parents.

Greenfield, Ind. Our second annual vocational guidance conference for high
school students was held in May. The advantages and disadvantages of the
different vocations were explained.

Hollywood, Calif. Forty business and professional men spoke to over 1,200 boys
of the high school on their business and professional interests. There was a
series of special conferences and 29 various groups were told the good and bad
points of each business and profession.

Joliet, Ill. The club interviewed 765 young people and gave them expert guidance.
There were 161 placed in positions. A group of 22 unemployed boys between
the ages of 16 and 18 were given supervision for the purpose of discussing
guidance and work problems.

Klamath Falls, Ore. Seven hundred students received personal counsel from
business and professional men and women. There were vocational talks at
the high school and many conferences and private interviews. Speakers and
lecturers presented expert advice and counsel, and all our work was greatly
appreciated by the students and the faculty.

Lawrence, Kan. A summer manual training school was sponsored by the club
for 4 weeks. Twenty-five boys were enrolled.

Lewistown, Mont. Kiwanians spoke to the high school groups, and the Vocational
Guidance Commiittee placed approximately 50 boys and girls in local business
houses and offices.

Memphis, Tenn. The club has a loan fund for vocational training for girls.
Vocational radio broadcasts were held once a week presenting the requirements
and possibilities of each business and profession. Personal guidance is being
given the Western Union messenger boys.

Miami, Fla. The Vocational Guidance Committee conducted 25 conferences at
one of the high schools to discuss every vocational interest of the students.

Middletown, N. Y. Through club influence the board of education has hired a
director of vocational guidance.

Miles City, Mont. Students were placed in various business offices so that they
might receive experience and training in whatever work they desired. School
credit is given in the vocational department for this work. Kiwanians speak
to these students on the necessary education and personal requirements for
the different vocations.

Montreal, P. Q. Thirty boys from the British Housc of Industry were given
vocational tests and 9 were found employment. Vocational lectures were
given before boys’ groups throughout the city. Seven teachers were successful
in passing the examinations at McGill University for the vocational guidance
course, which was given by our club. At the Griffintown club, Kiwanians
keep in touch with over 1,000 boys and girls who need vocational assistance.

Mt. Gilead, Ohio. The club presented the high school with manual training and
shop equipment.

New Brunswick, N. J. Following a general meeting at which there were 250
boys and their parents, 20 vocational group meetings discussed various business
and professional possibilities for present day youth.

Oceanside, Calif. Vocational counsel and advice is available for students and we
have a free employment agency which assists all these youths and also every
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man or woman out of work. Several boys were given special instruction by
Kiwanians, whose business or profession these youths had chosen.

Olympia, Wash. Over 600 interviews were held by students with various citizens
after questionnaires were consulted, and 36 different groups heard discussions
on the different vocations of successful men and women in Olympia. Talks by
Kiwanians were given before the Parent-Teachers’ Association, the Older Boys'
Conference and a Teachers' Institute. Adult advisers are available for boys
paroled from the courts, and assistance is given to place boys and girls of the
commercial department of the high school in down-town business offices.
Several hundred youths were helped in securing temporary or part-time em-
ployment.

Omaha, Neb. After installing four additional shoe repairing outfits in a public
school, arranged with an expert repair man to instruct the boys. Shoes repaired
were given to the needy school children. Worn or outgrown shoes were col-
lected from all parts of the city and repaired. A similar repair shop was installed
last winter.

Oneonta, N. Y. The club has supplied the high school and Hartwick College with
helpful bcoks on “How to Select a Vocation.” The club has agreed to interview
any student who desires information on his desired vocation.

Provo, Utah. Youths were paid $33,000.00 by the berry and fruit growers' or-
ganization. The club arranged for this work and gave preference to children
who needed employment.

Ravenswood, Chicago. Prepared booklets on “Your Future Vocation™ and dis-
tributed them to the senior classes in the high schools. Spealkers were furnished
for vocational talks.

Riverside, Calif. Questionnaires were sent out to 375 high school boys and later
group interviews were arranged for 364 students.

Sanger, Calif. Twenty grammar school pupils, who plan to leave school, were
contacted by the Vocational Guidance Committee which suggested further
education and preparation for life's work.

Sault Ste. Marie, Mich. An occupational survey was made of the city to find
the employment possibilities which would interest the young people of our
local schools.

Spokane, Wash. The Club Committee on Vocational Guidance gave talks and
counselor service to the students of 14 high schools.

Strathmoor, Detroit, Mich. We purchased 250 books on vocational guidance
for the use of high school students.

Sunbury, Pa. Arranged for a vocational expert to demonstrate the work done by
boys in our high school.

The Dalles, Ore. We enlarged our vocational work so that boys returning from
state training schools might get into gainful occupations and avoid future
contact with the courts.

Washington, D. C. During each month of the year radio talks on vocational
guidance were presented to the general public. At the high schools we supplied
speakers and counselors. Our radio talks are printed and sent free to those
requesting copies.

Wausau, Wis. Forty farm boys were given a week's training in a farm shop
course at the vocational school. There was wood, metal, foundry work, clec-
trical wiring, and a demonstration with gasoline and oils. There were also
trips to a power plant and foundries. A banquet was held for the boys by the
Chamber of Commerce, there were 2 movie parties and guest privileges at a
party at the Y. M. C. A.

Westfield, Mass. A vocational booklet, which lists the majority of members,
classified as to occupation and explaining who gives private and group counsel,
was distributed among the students. Our vocational work has attracted the
attention of various authorities throughout the east and middle west. Many
of our members have been called into consultation with high school students.

Wisconsin Rapids, Wis. Rural schools as well as the high school are furnished
counselors for every vocation and profession in which an interest is expressed
by the students.

Yonkers, N. Y. Our 1931 vocational program consisted of preparing and dis-
tributing a guidance pamphlet to 5,000 high school pupils, the securing of
speakers to present the various business and professional vocations and to give
personal interviews and advice to boys desiring this assistance. We furnished
money to bond 6 boys securing work with a newspaper.
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The following clubs had business and professional men give vocational guidance
talks and lectures at schools, conducted group vocational meetings, opened employ-
ment bureaus and secured positions, sponsored mechanic and art clubs, granted
personal interviews and provided counsel, gave radio talks on vocational guidance,
sponsored key clubs, provided vocational literature to schools and libraries, held

Many civic improvements, aimed to better the general conditions in business
and industry, were accomplished during 1931. They are classified here as improve-
ments of a general nature, fairs, and expositions, new markets, new industries, new
hotels, and aviation.

Improvements of a General Nature

Amory, Miss. Awarded cash prizes for a live-at-home exhibit, which was part
of the community fair sponsored by business men.

Astoria, Ore. The Club Committee on Public Affairs assisted federal engineers in
securing a survey of the Columbia river for the purpose of deepening and
widening it at its mouth.

Atlanta, Ga. Sponsored a fashion show which featured cotton gowns and the use
of all cotton materials. Assisted in the entertainment of convention delegates,
Tookhpart in the South Eastern Georgia fair parade and held a Georgia products
uncheon.

Atlantic City, N. J. The club took part in a trade show, which had as its purpose
the stimulation of local business.

Augusta, Ga. Promoted a use-more-cotton festival.

Baraboo, Wis. Kiwanians participated in a retail conference, which was conducted
by the chamber of commerce.

Barbourville, Ky. Assistance was given the county agricultural agent in organizing
a live-at-home program.

Baxley, Ga. Secured a new laundry and a bakery for the city, assisted in enter-
taining a bankers' convention, worked to secure a co-operative tobacco market
for the county, and succeeded in vetoing a bill introduced into the state legis-
lature. This bill would have been detrimental to the tobacco industry.

Baxter Springs, Kan. Assisted in a campaign to advertise our town to all tourists.

Bellingham, Wash. Each week we sent out a bulletin urging full confidence be
maintained in our banking institutions and explaining the reasons for frozen
assets.

Big Stone Gap, Va. The club sought an appropriation for securing a county
industrial agent, and joined with the chamber of commerce for a general indus-
trial development for the town.

Binghamton, N. Y. The club continues its weekly Sunday evening broadcasts,
and entered a float in the golden jubilee parade.

Birmingham, Ala. Helped to entertain 10,000 visitors at an Elks convention,
and at one meeting invited all the editors and newspaper men to take part in
a better community program. The editors were also complimented on the
service and publicity given the club.

Bluefield, W. Va. Arranged for a series of short historical sketches to be broadcast
by the club over a local station. These talks also included the growth of
industries and other matters of community interest.

Boonville, Ind. Assisted in the readjustment of rates on coal.

Brantford, Ont. Kiwanians met each month with other service club members,
bankers and business men to formulate plans for improving general business.

Butte, Mont. Sponsored a program at the annual automobile show, assisted in
the organization of a Montana Association, which will advertise the state,
and entertained delegates who were at a convention in this city.

Camden, N. J. Co-operated with retail merchants in stimulating a buy-at-home
campaign and other special sales days. A business show and exposition, held
for a week, was attended by over 84,000 pcople.
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Canton, Ohio. Officers of the club joined an organization for the purpose of
trying to stop harmful rumors regarding banks, private institutions, merchants
and individuals.

Clatskanie, Ore. A land settlement committee was formed to answer inquiries
from prospective settlers. A county historical pamphlet is being prepared.
Each year the club sends a queen and chaperon to represent the town at a
rolleo contest at Longview, Washington.

Darlington, S. C. To stimulate business the club arranged with the local bank
to issue $5.00 and $10.00 booster checks, which were used as currency and could
only be cashed after being endorsed 10 different times. The club has under-
taken the formation of another building and loan association for which a charter
was obtained, stock subscribed, officers elected and an office opened. Due to
Kiwanis activity there was a gratifying increase in tobacco patronage at our
warehouses.

Dayton, Wash. Our efforts helped in re-establishing a flour mill.

Decatur, Ala. During the summer months all the important industries in the
city were visited.

Deer Lodge, Mont. Held an industrial day picnic and made a good-will tour
throughout the county with local business men. The club is interested in the
building of new roads, the opening of a phosphate mine, and securing the offices
of the Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul railroad in our city.

Douglas, Wyo. A Kiwanis reception committee assisted visitors at the state fair.
An attempt is being made to secure a new river bridge, and this will provide
better shipping facilities for an isolated part of our county.

Eatonton, Ga. Promoting the formation of a company for making farm loans.

Elgin, Tex. Sponsored a series of trade days which benefited our town.

Elkhorn, Wis. Together with business men, a study was made of the entire
community to understand business conditions and what future developments
would benefit Elkhorn.

Eufaula, Ala. Sponsored a pay-up campaign by issuing checks which were not
t?} Ee cashed g? a month, and could not be held by any person for more than
24 hours.

A committee was sent to Lansing to investigate the banking
situation. A float was entered in a pageant of progress parade at Birmingham
to celebrate the first commuter service in Michigan.

Harrisburg, I11. Developed a retail merchants’ association, assisted in preventing
a milk war and sent a delegation to St. Louis in the interest of a Harrisburg-
to-Ohio river canal.

Ilwaco-Longbeach, Wash. Entertained the state editors’ association, aided in
retaining a cranberry experimental station and welcomed all tourists who
were visitors in our city.

Jackson, Ga. Sponsored the reopening of a pimento plant.

Jacksonville, Fla. Sent a representative to St. Louis to attend a waterways
conference.

Jersey City, N. J. The Committee on Business Standards conducted a campaign
against transitory venders, and the club co-operated in a county business and
professional men's play day.

Lake Wales, Fla. The club won the Roger W. Babson cup, which the economist
offered in a check campaign. Fifty $100.00 checks were put in circulation and
at the close Kiwanians found that 1,110 signatures had endorsed the checks.
This stimulated general business.

Lindsay, Ont. Kiwanians signed a note at a bank for the sum of $4,000.00,
which the club is borrowing and using to buy stock in a local industry and for
the purchase of an additional manufacturing enterprise. This activity will
give more employment and secure other industries of various types. Our annual
Piccadilly Circus event was held for 5 nights and was a big success.

Lisbon, N. D. In November we held the 100th Golden Rule sales day.

Live Oak, Fla. Sponsored a local credit association, organized a tobacco festival
with about 7,500 people attending, adopted the Babson pay-up check plan and
succeeded in having these checks pay for $3,750.00 in accounts. The club
opposed any action by the United States government in favor of a dole system.

Louisburg, N. C. Made an industrial survey of all the county.
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Lumberton, N. C. Organized a merchants’ association, and worked to secure
a peanut factory and a cream station.

Madison, S.D. A cartoon and slogan contest was conducted among school children
of the county to depict our lack of and our opportunities for new settlers.
State-wide publicity was received on the venture, and prizes were awarded
all winners.

Memphis, Tenn. With other organizations, offered a prize for an official song
for Memphis, and members assisted in entertaining visitors at various conven-
tions.

Montreal, P. Q. Assisted the government in securing accurate statistics on all
retail and wholesale establishments.

North Central, Seattle, Wash. The Business Standards Committee developed
a program for promoting good-will and the establishment of a retail trade bureau.

North Town, Chicago. Kiwanians assisted in the formation of a business men's
association and a depositor's committee, which would protect all individuals
who had money invested in a bank. Several hundred attended our third
annual picnic.

Ogdensburg, N. Y. Helped in enforcing a parking law and distributing welcome
tags for the automobiles of our out-of-town visitors.

Over 12,000 youths attended the
opening of the 11th season of this gang. The general work of the club also
includes baseball and basketball leagues, welfare assistance and other special
programs.
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BOYS’ WORK—Cont.

Joplin, Mo. Kiwanians are giving personal service to under-privileged youths at
the Y. M. C. A. The main work is character training. Each boy is investigated
and recommended by both the school principal and the school nurse. A com-
munity father and son banquet was attended by over 500 people.

Kingston, Ont. At one meeting we awarded 5 prizes in a freckled face boys'
contest.

Lake View, Chicago. Our third annual handicraft exhibit was attended by
13,500 people and over 2,000 school children. There were over 400 entries
from pupils of 14 schools, and 35 prizes were awarded in the various divisions.
An inter-school song contest was held in March, and we observed Youths' Week.

London, Ont. The club is very active in boys' welfare work. There are 55 boys
in our Ki-Y club. A total of $8,000.00 was secured to carry on this activity.
A meeting with the boys is held every Sunday morning, and on Thursday even-
ings there is a supper meeting. The youths were sent to a camp and throughout
the year they are offered wholesome entertainments and assistance.

Los Angeles, Calif. Constructed a log cabin at the McKinley Home, which is
30 by 40 feet, with a large fireplace at one end and designed as a club meeting
place for the youths. We arranged for an annual field meet and a baseball
game for all the boys. There are special programs on holidays for both instruc-
tion and entertainment.

Manhattan, Kan. A pet and poultry show was sponsored for the children of the
community.

Mason City, Iowa. Our 5th annual hobby show was held in April with 515
exhibits entered by 115 boys. The club gave memberships in the Y. M. C. A.
to all under-privileged boys. One youth, paroled from the district court, is
being given assistance. A Christmas party was held for all the children.

Memphis, Tenn. There were 40 under-privileged boys of teen age in the Little
Kiwanis club of Memphis. Our mcmgers direct the activities of this organiza-
tion. Character building work among this group is going on constantly.

Miami, Fla. A class of under-privileged boys is geing given special help and
instruction, and 500 youths were given a vacation party at a near-by dairy farm.

Monte Vista, Colo. Sponsored a bird house building contest, had nearly 100
boys at our Hallowe'en party and held a father and son meeting.

Montreal, P. Q. Donated $1,000.00 to the Boys' Farm and Training School at
Shawbridge. At the Griffintown boys' club, the Club Committee on Vocational
Guidance is helping 53 boys. Two hundred youths at this club are enter-
tained and assisted in every way possible.

Mt. Greenwood, Pa. We organized a boys' club for the youths and young men
of our community.

New Britain, Conn. Our club sponsored and formed the first unit of a living
memorial trust fund for the boys’ club. We held a field day, a Christmas party
and other entertainments for the 200 boys belonging to this club.

Norristown, Pa. One hundred boys hold memberships in the Y. M. C. A. and
all of these were sent to a summer camp. Aided city officials during Inter-
national Boys' Week and held a father and son banquet. Personal service
and Big Brother work by Kiwanians makes it possible for youths to secure
immediate attention and help.

Orange-West Orange, N. J. Our boys' and girls’ hobby show was attended by
more than 10,000 people. There were 2,000 exhibits. Two evenings each
week are given over to work among street urchins. Two clubs have been
organized and the boys receive instruction in character building and business.
Boys were sent to a summer camp and taken to a circus.

Oshawa, Ont. Our winter fair gave us $2,800.00 for boys" work. At the camp
new sleeping quarters were completed, also a swimming pool, and 1,000 trees
were planted.

Ottawa, Ill. A club for youths, between the ages of 15 and 23, built along
Kiwanis lines was organized in the community, and this was done to have the
young men become acquainted with their responsibilities as citizens.

Ottawa, Ont. There was an average monthly attendance of over 2,000 at our
boys' club, and one month attendance was over 4,000. The club has a library,
conducts a gymnasium and gives instruction in hobbies. The boys are furnished
entertainments, sent to a summer camp and are assisted in their vocational
efforts. Sometimes the work demands that visits be made to the homes of
these boys. A father and child meeting was held.
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Regina, Sask. A five-acre plot beside a lake was purchased for a boys' camp,
and 59 boys were given a two-weeks vacation. Books were provided for the
library at the Industrial School for Boys.

Rome, N. Y. Over 2,000 trees were planted at the Kiwanis recreation camp.
There were 500 youths who took advantage of this camp where a new mess
hall was built this year. Our citizens have assisted in giving a piano, wire
screening, etc., and the city has loaned the use of a truck to transport the
boys to the camp.

Salina, Kan. A newsboys' club, with 17 members, was organized. There arc
gymnasium and swimming classes and health lectures.

Sanford, Me. The club has invested $5,000.00 in summer camp activities. Over
100 boys were given the advantages of this camp.

Scranton, Pa. A total of $1,185.00 through personal subscriptions was used for
Camp Kiwanis, where each week 75 boys are entertained. The club was
especially active during National Boys' Week. Youths selected by educational
authorities occupied all the municipal offices for one hour during the week.

Springfield, Mass. The club voted to sponsor a junior achievement club and
appropriated $1,000.00 for an unpaid balance on a swimming pool at a camp.
Kiwanian Willis Ford, at a cost of $2,000.00, had constructed an underpass
at the camp in Brimfield.

Toronto, Ont. In January over 2,000 were in attendance at the Kiwanis boys'
club. The activities for this organization are hockey and baseball, instruction
in printing, woodworking and basketry and the holding of an annual hobby
show. There are also harmonica and bugle bands. A new camp site consists
of eight acres of land with 625 feet of lake frontage. There are 12 sleeping
cabins, each to accommodate 10 boys. When finished there will be a dining
room, a kitchen and a recreational hall. There were 190 boys who spent two
weeks at the camp and the average gain in weight was three pounds per youth.
Over 7,100 meals were served.

Wauchula, Fla. Observed National Boys' Week, sponsored the American Air
Cadets, held a father and son meeting, and entertained 42 boys at a picnic.

West Toronto, Ont. Over 1,000 attended the annual pageant at Camp Westo-
wanis, which had a very successful season working at capacity at all times.
General boys' work and welfare activities were club endeavors.

Wilmington, N. C. We have over 400 members belonging to the Brigade Boys’
Club and there was an annual attendance of 44,404 during 1931. The operating
expenses were $7,723.82 plus $864.91 for past obligations, making a total of
$8,588.73. Observed National Boys' Week. We celebrated the 10th anniversary
of our sponsorship of the Brigade Club, with a total 10 year membership of
3,598. During this period we secured permanent positions for 255 and tempor-
ary work for 525. There were personal interviews of over 3,000. Over 500
have attended a summer camp during the past five years. A 1932 budget of
$8,420.00 was launched and at the end otpthc first day's campaign we had
received $6,449.50.

Alexandria, Minn. Probation was obtained for a 14-year old boy, who had been
sentenced to a state training school. We had him placed in a good home.

Batavia, Ill. Our Club Committee on Under-Privileged Child is active in assist-
ing all delinquent boys of the community.

Concordia, Kan. Kiwanians are helping a boy who is out on parole, so that he
may re-establish himself in the community.

PLAYGROUNDS AND RECREATION

Alameda, Calif. Over 1,500 children attended our Hallowe'en party. Candy,
horns, and 500 prizes were distributed.

Alton, Ill. Through our efforts the Kiwanis Water Tower Playground was the
first lighted recreation spot equipped for night play and sports. During 1931
approximately 20,000 adults and children were given recreational privileges.
The Dads’ Club installed horse-shoe courts, picnic tables, 2 bleachers and an
additional baseball diamond. This playground, due to community co-operation,
is probably the finest development that exists in the state of Illinois. The club
took an active part in the building of a 9-hole municipal golf course.

Altus, Okla. Four thousand children took part in a big Easter egg hunt for which
20,000 eggs were hidden. Police protection was provided at the children's
wading pool.

Amarillo, Tex. There were 4,000 children at our Hallowe'en party and parade,
which was held in 4 of the city parks. Kiwanians, policemen, firemen, Boy
Scouts and Girl Scouts helped to supervise the work. Prizes were awarded and
the police and educational authorities reported there was less damage to property
than in any other previous year.

There were over 400 in attendance at the Kiwanis swimming classes.

Barrie, Ont. Engaged a competent swimming and playground instructor. Over
200 were in attendance each day for free instruction and general play.

Beaver Dam, Wis. Built a skating and hockey rink and installed flood lights and
held skating tournaments. The Kiwanis beach and a bath house were opened
to the public in June. The average attendance each day was over 1,500 adults
and 2,000 children. The project, when completed, will have a value of $25,-
000.00. A swimming and beauty contest was held at the beach in August.

Berea, Ohio. In 1931 the club again provided playground instructors.

Camas, Wash. Instrumental in securing a swimming, life saving, and playground
instructor for the summer months. The club purchased some privately owned
buildings at the public swimming beach, and urged that the San Juan Islands
be preserved for recreational purposes.

Canon City, Colo. Promoted a public playground, secured additional playground
equipment and built a wading pool for children.

Clarksburg, W. Va. We had 700 enrolled in our swimming and life saving school.

Crosby, N. D. The club sponsored the building of a dam, which created a body
of water 2 miles in length. The state commission offered to stock this lake
with fish. After completion the park board was inspired to purchase 76 acres
of land adjoining this body of water, and there will be developed a park, play-
grounds, and a golf course. The entire community, town and country are
behind this project.

Frankfort, N. Y. A playground association was organized and our activities are
concerned with sponsoring a playground and swimming pool and the hiring
of an instructor during the summer months.

Galveston, Tex. A silver trophy cup was awarded the officers and the crew on
the United States Coast Guard Cutter “‘Saranac,” which will make Galveston
it}f lpzlcrmanent home. Our 3rd annual Easter egg hunt was attended by 5,000
children.

Hackettstown, N. J. Fifty-seven children had entries in our annual pet show.

Hinton, Okla. The club has already spent $3,000.00 to make the old Dalton Gang
Canyon accessible to the public as a park which includes a playground, bathing
and fishing privileges. Over 7,000 people attended the Kiwanis rodeo. [t was
necessary to restock the lake in Kiwanis park due to the destruction of our dam.

Independence, Mo. Four playgrounds were supervised with a total attendance
of over 3,500. The club is now developing an athletic and recreational center
at Slover Memorial Park.

Kingston, Ont, Over 3,000 people attended an ice carnival. The program
consisted of ice skating by national and international champions, school and
inter-school races, inter-collegiate relays and original costume skating.

Lead, S. D. Ofganized an indoor tennis club, with 20 active members.

Lincoln Park, Chicago. Over 1,500 boys and girls from 6 schools entered our
pentathlon. Prizes were awarded winners in the final events.

Marietta, Ohio. The club sponsored the 4th annual mid-east regatta. There
were more than 90 entrants and on the day of the meet there were 5,326 auto-
mobiles from 31 different states which brought visitors to Marietta.

Medicine Hat, Alta. Playground equipment, magazines and candy were provided
for 23 rural schools.

Montreal, P. Q. Financial assistance was given a parks and playgrounds associa-
tion for conducting field days, picnics and other events. The club is procuring
a playground for the Griffintown club.

New Liskeard, Ont. Kiwanians saw the completion of the club's major activity
when in December the new $16,000.00 arena, a public recreation building, was
opened. The club promoted an incorporated holding company to raise the
capital. An additional $500.00 was given for purchasing musical and amplifying
equipment.

Pembroke, Ont. At a cost of $2,500.00 two new bath houses were erected at the
local bathing beach. When finished these were presented to the city. The
club provides a swimming instructor and playground supervisor for several
months each year,

Renton, Wash. An average attendance of 1,000 a week were present at the
Kiwanis playfield.

St. Joseph, Mich. A total of 16,178 children and adults were present at our
playground during a period of 6 months.

South Milwaukee, Wis. A city championship golf tournament was arranged.
The trophy cup must be won twice before the champion becomes permanent
owner of the cup.

Williamson, W. Va. A summer playground with a swimming pool, playground
equipx;nezt and competent instructors is available for all children up to the
age of 14.

BEAUTIFICATION OF CITIES AND ENVIRONS

Abbeville, Ala. With the co-operation of other clubs the entire court house
grounds were landscaped.

Ada, Okla. We hope eventually that every house in town will have crape myrtle
and other beautiful flowering shrubs.

Alton, Ill. Ten Kiwanians assisted in raising $25,000.00 which was Alton's quota
for a state park on the Mississippi.

Atchison, Kan. Sponsored a city-wide yard and garden contest and offered
prizes for all the winners.

Atlantic City, N. J. The club donated a silver cup awarded as a prize to the
county resident displaying the best garden exhibit at the annual flower and
garden pageant.

Beaverton, Ore. Our club won 3rd prize with its float entered in the Portland
rose show.

Bellevue, Ohio. Encouraged a movement to beautify lawns and yards. Planted
trees for over a mile along a new road.

Bremerton, Wash. Assisted the city authorities in a clean-up week. Conducted
a campaign to beautify highways and directed a yard and garden contest, in
which over 200 took part. The club is planning to continue flower planting
until 6,000 plants have been set out along the highways.

Cairo, Ill. Organized a city-wide paint-up and clean-up campaign. Planted
trees along Magnolia Drive to replace those which were dead.

Carnegie, Okla. Sponsored a garden club and J. D. Boulten taught a 10-night
gardening school. Trees in the city park were trimmed and whitewashed.

Charles Town, W. Va. Planted 6 miles of rose bushes along a highway and the
club plans to plant an additional 3 miles in the fall.

Fairfield, Ala. Directed a clean-up and paint-up week with the co-operation of
city officials. The city park was cleaned up and all the playground equipment
repaired and repainted.

Flint, Mich. Prizes were awarded for the best essays written by high school
students during clean-up and fire prevention week.

Fullerton, Calif. In relieving unemployment, the club urged a bond issue for
$100,000.00 for the development of parks and playgrounds. This would give
employment and help to beautify the city.

Geneva, Ohio. Purchased 1,000 trees which were used in a reforestation plan and
to beautify the area around the city water works. The club directed and
awarded prizes to winners in a yard and garden contest.

Gresham, Ore. With the help of Kiwanians, members of the garden club and
firemen, it was possible to improve our city park. More than 100 trees have
been planted along a highway.

Hermosa Beach, Calif. An active campaign was developed for planting flowers
and shrubs on all the vacant lots and parkways around the town. The club
purchased the flower seed for this plan. All city officials attended the planting
of a living Christmas tree in the city park.

Highland Park, Calif. There were 500 floral and plant exhibits at the Kiwanis
flower show held in the high school. Over 2,500 were in attendance.

Hynes-Clearwater-Holydale, Calif. Six hundred trees were provided for school
children to be planted in their own home yards.

Ilwaco-Longbeach, Wash. Thirty members spent half a day working at Black
Lake, which is a beauty spot along our highway.

Iron Mountain, Mich. Sponsored a clean-up week. Started action against bill-
board advertising along highways and secured the promise of a railroad that
it would clean-up and beautify its right-of-way.

Irwin, Pa. Secured a tree specialist who named and tagged with plates all the
shade trees in our town. There were 39 varieties of trees and 947 trees were
tagged.
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Jackson, Ga. Sponsored and raised the money by public subscription for purchas-
ing 12 acres of land adjoining the state reserve at Indian Springs and donated
the plot to the state to be improved and used as a park.

La Grange, Ill. Sponsored a yard and garden contest. There were awards for
3 different classes; first, for those people who enjoy doing all their own yard
and garden work; second, for residents who hire occasional labor, and third,
for people who engage a professional gardener. All vacant lots in our village
were cleaned-up.

Manhattan, Kan. Sponsored a 3-acre rose garden project in the city park. The
flowers are given to the hospitals and for decoration at all civic affairs. One
hundred pine trees were planted in a park.

Merced, Calif. The property on which the Kiwanis park is located was acquired
by the state highway commission. Improvements and planting cost the club
about $1,200.00 and it was hoped that the state would refund this amount.

New Richmond, Wis. We purchased 1,000 spruce trees to be planted in the
city parks.

Pine Bluff, Ark. A 90-acre woods along a state highway has been leased by the
club. There is an old mill pond and a pre-Civil War mill. A dam will be
rebuilt and the 6-acre lake stocked with fish. When the park is opened there
will be also swimming and boating and other privileges for the general public.

South Portland, Me. A juvenile garden club took 43 plots and 33 of the youths
finished their enterprises. Twenty prizes were awarded.

Springfield, Ill. A campaign and voting contest was held to determine the selection
of a community flower. It resulted in selecting the flowering crab. The club
furnished shrubs and urged all organizations to have residents plant the flower-
ing crabs in their gardens.

Yuma, Ariz. The club held its 5th annual flower show with over 6,000 people in
attendance.

To make possible a general county, township and city tax reduc-
tion, Kiwanians took the lead in setting up community and county committees
for studying public expenditures, unemployment relief and economic administra-
tion.

Bainbridge, Ga. Secured better postal and transportation facilities.

Baxley, Ga. The club sponsored a drainage project at a cost of $2,000.00 for
North Baxley.

Beatrice, Neb. A committee was appointed to demand better motion pictures for
our town.

Bingham Canyon, Utah. Street paving, draining and the appropriation of $70,-
000.00 from Congress for a federal building, were accomplished activities of
the Club Committee on Public Affairs.

Brookline, Mass. As a part of our educational work, a district judge explained
our court system and how each Kiwanian could save the time and the expenses
of these courts.

Cadiz, Ohio. Seventy Kiwanians and citizens appeared before a commission in
Columbus to prevent the abandoning of a railroad.

Camas, Wash. unty officials were present at one of our open meetings for a
general discussion on proposed tax reduction.

Cedartown, Ga. Our club met the newly elected city officials to outline a civic
program for 1932.

Chelsea, Mich. A parking plan, using vacant lots and alleys in the back of stores,
was the proposal of Kiwanis. Members of the village council were our guests.

Chicago Heights, I1l. All civic clubs were invited to a meeting to discuss with
city officials the re-zoning of Chicago Heights.

Chicopee, Mass. Assisted in securing an appropriation of $210,000.00 for a federal
building, and had several water mains corrected.

Clarion, Pa. A Kiwanian was appointed to represent the club on the community
budget, and we urged the improving of the street leading to our principal
industry.

Clarksburg, W. Va. Sponsored better parking space for our farmers and visitors.

Clermont, Fla. Placed permanent benches and seats along the sidewalks for our
visitors and home people.

Cornelia, Ga. Due to the efforts of Kiwanis a $75,000.00 bond clection was suc-
cessful by a 9 to 1 vote for building a million gallon per day water system. At
one time the opposition had been so great the city commissioners had decided
to call off the election.

Dallas, Ore. We started a movement to remodel old and out-of-date residences.
Due to our efforts the city purchased a water works system, which was being
operated by private individuals.

Deer Lodge, Mont. Kiwanians assisted in furnishing judges and clerks at no cost
to the city for a gas debenture election.

Dewey, Okla. The club insisted on a house to house canvass of all personal property
so that all items might be properly taxed.

Douglas, Wyo. Information, both state-wide and local, was secured for the city
council so that a fair basis might be arranged for a gas franchise.

Gettysburg, S. D. A government weather bureau station was located here. After
some discussion the light company promised considerable reconstruction and
rebuilding of the local power plant. We assisted in securing public improve-
ments and the club is now interested in the establishment of an artificial lake
in Potter county. ;

Halifax, N. S. A donation was made so that an expert could be brought to the
city to make a housing survey and submit a report.

Harlan, Ky. A study was made of power plants and the city's finances, and with
the help of city and utility officials we made a full report and prevented a reso-
lution which advocated that the city council accept a franchise which offered a

. substantial reduction in light and power rates.

HarrisburF, Pa. Onespecial meeting was arranged and all city officials were our guests.

Hogansville, Ga. We encouraged the building of a community center and other
general home improvement projects.
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Hyde Park, Chicago. Kiwanians were active in tax relief work, urged the enforce-
ment of parking regulations, sponsored a new transportation bridge and gave
study and suggestions for overcoming inter-racial problems and difficulties.

Jersey City, N. J. Investigated reports that salacious magazines were again ap-
pearing on news stands, and conferred with county officials in an attempt to
improve the general jury system. Delegates also met with the Associated
Service Clubs regarding a movement for consolidation of towns and cities in
Hudson county.

Jonesboro, Tenn. Secured a reduction in fire insurance rates and assisted in getting
better telephone service.

Las Cruces, N. M. The club took part in a program saving the county $50,000.00
in taxes for 1932.

Miami, Fla. Urged the appointment of a special committee to develop zoning
restrictions and submitted 5 proposed laws for combating the racketeer and
professional criminal. Opposed the sale of a tract of land adjoining Biscayne
boulevard.

Muleshoe, Tex. Secured the installation of a new telephone line.

Mullins, S. C. The Committee on Public Affairs was successful in entertaining
railroad officials and securing a new station.

Pasadena, Calif. Appointed a special committee to study crime prevention and
held a series of 9 lectures by judges and attorneys to educate Kiwanians in
these matters. A resolution was adopted for consideration at the annual
district convention.

Roanoke Rapids, N. C. Kiwanis fostered the passage of a bill through the state
legislature to extend the incorporation of Roanoke Rapids to include Rosemary.
We urged the improvement of streets and assisted in opening a new river bridge
which was sponsored by the club.

San Antonio, Tex. We helped to organize a Presidents’ Council composed of the
presidents of all organizations in San Antonio. It will be the work of this club
to pass on all civic matters. :

Sanford, Fla. Co-operated in securing the construction of a highway bridge and
discouraged the patronizing of slot machines, lotteries and gambling devices.

West Allis, Wis. We were active in securing a new bus route, the re-numbering
of streets and the enforcement of ordinances covering the solicitation of adver-
tising, prizes and money in the city.

Woodlawn, Chicago. The Club Committee on Public Affairs proposed to the
city council a re-districting of the city according to a scientific plan developed
by tl?e University of Chicago. The All-Chicago Clubs were also active in this
work.

Individual Cases of Assistance

Akron, Ohio. The club organized the Florence Crittenton Maternity Home in
1921, and this activity now represents an investment of $20,000.00. At present
a fund is being established for the purpose of obtaining new and larger equip-
ment. This institution not only gives young women care and hospitalization,
but teaches them to love their babies. Thorough training is given in scientific
care. During 1931 twenty-five girls were admitted to the home. In addition,
the club works with all the agencies of the Juvenile Court and the Court of
Domestic Relations.

Allentown, Pa. Over 325 families of the unemployed were given potatoes, bread,
clothing and other necessities. A store was opened where this material was

- distributed.

Anderson, Ind. A central service bureau assisted the unemployed and we con-
tributed clothing, toys and candy for needy families, their children and others.

Assiniboia, Sask. Distributed 5 car-loads of vegetables and fruits donated by
the Kiwanis clubs of Melfort, London, Hamilton and Belleville. With other
clubs, distributed clothing to the unfortunate.

Daytona Beach, Fla. We secured work for the fathers of those families in which
the club is doing under-privileged child work. An unemployment office was
opened for these men and the city was urged to employ them at various tasks.
Needy families were given food, clothing and toys.

East Chicago, Ind. Excess farm products, secured from our farmers, were dis-
tributed to the needy. Over 8,000 quarts of vegetables were turned over to
the emergency relief committee.

Ford City, Pa. A meeting of all representatives of the various industries and
organizations in the community were called together by Kiwanis for the purpose
of forming a permanent welfare association. An unemployed census was
taken, a clearing house set up and some street paving started to give men work.

Grove City, Pa. All vacant lots and city land suitable for gardens were parceled
out to the unemployed. Free instruction and help for getting these gardens
started was offered and no family needed be hungry during the winter.

Spokane, Wash. In November the club purchased its 16th Pensioned Mothers’
Home. The club’s real estate holdings are worth approximately $50,000.00
and the homes are in constant use. A 40-acre summer camp was purchased
in 1930 for $6,150.00 and is used for the under-nourished children of the pen-
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sioned mothers. A new activity, a sewing club for these mothers, was com-
menced with a 6-weeks’ training course. During 1931 repairs were made on
these homes, the Little Brothers were provided with medical, dental and other
aid, an employment bureau for mothers was started, clothing and supplies
were contributed for the unemployed, 22 mothers attended our health camp,
and we held a Christmas party for all our Little Brothers.

Tell City, Ind. Each unemployed man is given work one day each week to enable
him to earn his supplies.

Athens, Tex. A mosquito eradication campaign was started early in the year and
with some assistance from the state board of health we are sponsoring a county-
wide health program.

Baker, Ore. Helped to secure the services of a county health nurse.

Bluefield, W. Va. Although there were municipal retrenchments, Kiwanis became
active so that there would be no lessening of the work of the city health depart-

ment.

Brooksville, Fla. An anti-mosquito campaign was conducted throughout the
year to offset malarial conditions.

Clearwater, Fla. Schools were provided with sanitary drinking facilities.
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Cleveland, Tenn. The club was successful in getting an appropriation from..the
county court for the establishment of a full-time health unit.

Cornwall, Ont. Purchased a new automobile for the Victorian Order of Nurses
replacing the one that was given in 1927. A campaign for inoculation against
diphtheria was one of our activities.

Eustis, Fla. Financial assistance was given a young lady so that she might enter
a national health contest.

Fayetteville, N. C. A pre-natal clinic was established at the Kiwanis health center.

Kenosha, Wis. A health contest, open to all boys and girls of the county between
the ages of 12 and 16, was held in November. Prizes were awarded toall winners.

Leetonia, Ohio. A class in home nursing was sponsored by the club and assisted
by graduate nurses of the village. There were 12 weekly classes for the 158
who wished to attend. Practical care of the sick was the instruction given by
the doctors and nurses.

Liverpool, N. S. Our main objective for the year was the securing of a nurse for
this vicinity from the Victorian Order of Nurses.

Louisville, Ga. A cup was awarded to the school of the county whose pupils
showed the greatest interest in matters pertaining to general health.

Maryyville-Alcoa, Tenn. Observed national child health day. There were 777
who passed the general health tests, whereas in 1930 there were 537.

Pittsfield, Mass. The club held the annual baby week health contest in May.

Princeton-Athens, W. Va. Sponsored a free clinic to prevent typhoid fever.

Puyallup, Wash. Heaith bulletins are placed in the city schools every 6 months.
Talks on general health are given to all the students at various intervals.

Radford, Va. Purchased a new automobile for the community nurse.

San Leandro, Calif. Raised $5,000.00 for a fund to be used for building a new
health center building.

Wellsville, Ohio. Kiwanis engaged a nurse to work among the pupils in the local
schools. Physical examinations, health contests, and general instruction in
hygiene are the major duties of this nurse. She also helps in the distribution
o cllothing, shoes and food to needy families and conducted the sale of Christmas
seals.

Amarillo, Tex. Ten thousand trees were planted in a city-wide Arbor Day program.

Amsterdam, N. Y. The club sponsored the George Washington Bi-Centennial
tree planting campaign.

Arkansas City, Kan. Kiwanians are responsible for the development of a 640-acre
game reservation, which has been stocked with pheasants.

Bell, Calif. A uniform tree planting activity is being urged for the city.

Brookville, Pa. The borough council granted permission to establish a gird and
small game refuge on nearby land.

Compton, Calif. Members willingly co-operated in obeying all laws to prevent
forest fires in the mountains.

Crawfordsville, Ind. A prize was awarded in a county bird house building contest.

East Los Angeles, Calif. The club was of assistance to the forestry department
of the city schools by contributing tons of salvaged material for boys who are
learning the lessons of reforestation and conservation in their mountain camp.
These materials were used in the construction and furnishing of dormitory build-

ings.

Great Falls, Mont. Kiwanians, assisted by Boy Scouts, planted 9,000 pine and
fir trees on a site which was burned over several years ago by a forest fire.

Hogansville, Ga. Planned and organized a school forestry project.

Melbourne, Fla. Observed conservation week, proposed new laws regulating
hunting and fishing and offered prizes for school essays dealing with the con-
servation of our forests.

Michigan Kiwanis District. The Michigan Kiwanis Forest, which is part of the
Huron National Forest on the banks of the Au Sable River near East Tawas,
was dedicated in the presence of 500 Kiwanians on September 21, 1928. Plant-
ing during 1928 consisted of setting out 5,500 acres in trees, and since that time
a general reforestation program has been in operation. This is the largest
project of its kind ever undertaken by a civic organization.

Midland, Mich. The club urged the state legislature to consider advocating small
community forests on the land in Michigan which is not suited for agricultural
purposes. A bill was successfully, passed making it legal for municipalities to
own land for reforestation purposes and for setting up a county reforestation
commission. A conservation essa?r and poster contest was sponsored by the club.

Rochester, Ind. After 6 months of effort our local Izaak Walton Chapter was
awarded the United States Government Fish Hatcherfy.

San Fernando, Calif. Provided transportation for the forestry club of the high
school in its work of reforestation in Clear Creek.

Sanford, Fla. Assisted in locating property for an experiment in reforestation.
The work was carried on by the Seminole High School.

Wisconsin-Upper Michigan Kiwanis District. In 1930 at the 12th annual
convention a resolution was adopted and passed pledging funds from clubs for
a Kiwanis Forest Nursery. A campaign was launched, and it is still going on,
to raise $10,000.00 for the reforestation program. A former Wisconsin man
pledged himself to give $5,000.00 for this project if others raise $10,000.00.
The total cost of tie Kiwanis Nursery at Rhinelander will be $15,000.00.
Work has been started and 2,000,000 sprouts will be transplanted in the summer
of 1932.The nursery is to be administered by the forestry division of the federal
government.
