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Chinese Classes and Culture Activities

One of the highlights of the spring semester was our co-hosting
with I-CLASS, on April 28, of the Forth Chinese Language
and Culture Fair at the Brownsburg West Middle School. The
fair featured a Chinese Competition for K-12 and College
students, as well as Chinese cultural activities and

performances. About 500 students participated and 40 prizes
were awarded for Chinese proficiency.

May 22, CI Indy organized the HSK test. The students attended
3 tests levels, HSK 4, HSK 5 and HSK 6.

From May 11th — June 10th, 17 students from IUPUI and
Butler University, participated in the Chinese Summer
Program at Sun Yet-San University (SYSU). The group was
led by CI-Indy Director Zao C. Xu and Chinese teacher Xiaoqi
Shang. The students stayed at SYSU for 3 weeks studying the
Chinese language as well as calligraphy, taiji, music and the
cultural customs of China. Some medical students joined the
program and they had the opportunity to visit local hospitals
associated with SYSU. In the fourth week, the students visited
Xi’an and Beijing, the national capital and the cultural and
political center of China. Student feedback was excellent and
many expressed a willingness to pursue further study in China
after the program.

Michael and Casey Cotton also got the scholarship from
Confucius Institute to study Chinese language for another year
in SYSU.

May 26 - The annual Indy 500 parade, a prelude to the premier
sports car race in the USA (the Indy 500), attracted over 40,000
people and was televised to a further 300,000 sports fans. This
year, CI-Indy took advantage of this opportunity to promote its
work in central Indiana with the raising of a giant 30 foot
Golden dragon balloon which was carried for the two miles on
the parade route by a team of 30 volunteers dressed in
traditional Chinese costume. It was very successful in
promoting US-China relations.

IUPUI hosted an unprecedented delegation from strategic
partner Sun Yat-Sen University in China March 19-30. Thirty-
seven deans, associate deans, and heads of units arrived at
IUPUI for an intensive two-week training in the area of
teaching and learning. SYSU is being hosted on the [UPUI
campus by the Confucius Institute in Indianapolis and IUPUI
Center for Teaching and Learning. Dr. Zaocheng Xu and Dr.
Pratibha Varma-Nelson has put together a training program
that covers peer-led learning, service learning, student-centered
teaching, developing and accessing learning outcomes,
learning management systems, and other tools.

The 37-person delegation includes Deans and high officials
from all schools at SYSU, led by Executive Vice-President,
Professor Chunsheng Chen. IU President McRobbie, VP Zaret,
VP Jose and IUPUI Chancellor Bantz, Executive Vice-
Chancellor Sukhatme, VC Varahramyan, VC Wanner and
Associate VC Latz all met with the SYSU delegates during
their visit. SYSU delegates also visited the State House, Eli
Lilly and Chinese Consulate in Chicago.

SYSU and IUPUI signed agreement for a “2+2 program”,
which means that some SYSU students are going to study at
IUPUI for two years after they finish their two-year study at
SYSU and will get bachelor degrees from both SYSU and
IUPUI The program will start from the fall semester of 2013.

From the feedback, the delegates highly appreciated that CI-
Indy organized this training program to give them a good
opportunity to know deeply about the American higher
education system and also created a stage to develop the
cooperation between SYSU and IUPUI.
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May 16th — Approximately fifty 7th and 8th grade students
from Sidener Academy of IPS visited the Confucius Institute
for a presentation about the Chinese programs that are offered
at C.I. by Noah Buonanno. Xueya Wang then gave a
presentation on Chinese Cuisine in which the students learned
about the popular dishes and flavors from the different
provinces of China. Zhe Zhang then gave a demonstration on
Chinese Paper Folding which was followed up by a Q&A
session. The learning experience benefited the students
understanding of Chinese culture.

April 13-15 — Director Dr. Xu, Associate Director Zhe Zhang
and Instructor Xiaoqi Shang attended the National Chinese
Conference in Washington DC.

April 22 — Cl-Indy co-sponsored the I[UPUI International
Festival held on the university campus.

Apr11 25 The 2012 annual CI- Indy adv1sory board meetlng
was conducted, with representatives from SYSU. Attendees
included IUPUI Chancellor Bantz and the SYSU Vice-
President Guangmei Yan, Dean Xiaobing Zhou and Deputy
Director WushaoWen. VP Guangmei Yan was awarded an
honorary plaque as ‘Board Member of the Year’.

May 15 — 16 Cl-Indy participated in the Broad Ripple Art
Festival in Indianapolis. The two-day event brought over 22,000
visitors to the grounds of the Broad Ripple Village Cultural

District. The Art Fair had more than 225 artists from around the
country. The Confucius Institute featured our Chinese Language and
Culture Summer Camp for Kids at [UPUI in addition to the many
activities and services offered at C.I. Many of the children were
excited to play with the Chinese Yoyo’s.

June 16, Confucius Institute in Indianapolis was invited for
Radio Disney Family Fun Day activity at the Indiana State Fair
Grounds.
