Student Housing: The housing project was stalled during the legislative session; approval to continue
should beforthcoming from the Budget Committee, continuing to look at aFall 2003 opening date.

Student Life Center: Smith and Associates, architectural firm, will design the campus center building.
Detailed design of abuilding isthe next step, which usually takes about ayear, so construction may
be started by Fall 2003. Ten million dollarswas appropriated for the Campus Center but wasfrozeninthe
current budget, but the money won’t be needed for another year anyway; projected cost is$48 million.
|UPUI Budget: The General Assembly did not approve any budget measures, and a2.6% reduction ($4.8
milliondollarsat lUPUI) wasmandated for al state units; lUPUI reductions have a ready been announced
for thisfirst round. Gubernatoria or legidativeactioninaspecia sessonwill provideinformation onfuture
cuts. Bob Martin, in answer to questioning, does not anticipate reductions madein theworkforceto meet
further cutsinthebudget.
